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ARHEOLOOGIAMALESTISED KULTUURIMALESTISTE REGISTRIS

1998. aastal jitkus kultuurimilestiste registri tdiiendamine arheoloogiamilestiste
alase informatsiooniga, registriga seotud oigusaktide koostamine ning dokumen-
taalse materjali kogumine Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni arhiivi.

1999. aasta 6. aprilli midirusega nr.127 tegi Eesti Vabariigi Valitsus muudatused kul-
tuurimilestiste riikliku registri pohiméiirusesse, viies selle kooskolla andmekogude
seadusega. Méirus tipsustas oluliselt registriandmete koosseisu, andmete viljas-
tamise korda ja jirelevalvet registri pidamise tle. Juuresolevas tabelis esitame
andmed registris sisalduvate arheoloogiamilestiste kohta.

Tabelist nihtub, et kaitse alla vdetud 6542 arheoloogiamalestist paiknevad maakon-
niti ebaiihtlaselt. See voib kajastada nii muinas- ja keskaja asustuse eripira kui ka
uurimistod seisu maa erinevates piirkondades. Nditeks paikneb rohkem kui vee-
rand muististest Harjumaal; samal ajal on Hiiumaal registreeritud vaid 43 kaitsealust
objekti. Registreeritud arheoloogiamilestiste arv on kahtlemata tinglik ja erineb
1997. aasta vilitoode iilevaates esitatud andmetest, kuna registris on tihe numbri
all samas paigas asuvad eriaegsed voi n-6 mitmekihilised muistised.Tabelis esitatud
passistatud ja pildistatud muististe arv sisaldab ka selliseid objekte, mis peale passi
koostamist voi pildistamist on hivinud vi uurimistoodega likvideeritud. Fotode
koguarv niitab, et vaid pooled muististest on kiesolevaks ajaks pildistatud.
Teaduslike passide e. objektide teaduslike kirjelduste tegemine on asendumas Kait-
sekohustuse teatiste koostamisega, mille eesmirk on lisaks teaduslikule informat-

sioonile sitestada omanikele ka seadusjirgsed kasutamispiirangud.

1998. aastal tiienes oluliselt Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni arhiiv kaevamisaru-
annetega. Uhtekokku 147 laekunud uurimistd6-, jirelevalve- ning inspektsiooni-
aruannet leiab elavat kasutamist nii teadlaste, muinsushuviliste kui ka omanike

poolt.

Kultuuriministri miirusega nr.13 24. mirtsist 1999 tunnistati kultuuﬂrimﬁlestiseks
Eesti Meremuuseumi poolt Liinemeres avastatud neli vrakki ning pks Veeallf?e
kaitserajatis. Otseselt arheoloogiamilestisi nende hulgas seekord ei olnud. Jaap
loota, et nii teadlaste kui ka harrastajate abil juba varem avastatud merekultuuri-
pirandi vanimad niited muinas- ja keskajast leiavad peatselt tee riiklikku kultuuri-
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madlestiste registrisse.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL MONUMENTS IN THE NATIONAL RECORD
OF CULTURAL HERITAGE

In 1998, the complementing of the record of cultural heritage, the compilation of
legal acts connected with the record, and collecting of documentary information
in the archives of the Board of Antiquities was continued.

With his decree no 127, April 6", 1999 the Government changed the Statute of the
national record of cultural heritage, reconciling it with the Databases Act. The
decree specified the composition of information in the record, the rules for the
delivery of information, and the supervision over keeping the record. The table
presents the data about archaeological monuments in the record of cultural her-
itage.

The 6542 archaeological monuments taken under protection are distributed
unevenly in the districts of Estonia. This may reflect the peculiarities of prehis-
toric and medieval settlement as well as the uneven level of investigation in dif-
ferent parts of the country. For instance, more than 1, of the monuments are locat-
ed in Harjumaa, while on Hiiumaa only 43 archaeological monuments are taken
under protection.The number of archaeological monuments in the record is rel-
ative and does not coincide with the data given in the publication of the results
of archaeological field works of 1997, as the monuments of different periods lying
on the same site are registered under the same number. The described and pho-
tographed monuments in the table include those, which have been destroyed, by
the way of investigation or otherwise, after describing or photographing.The total
of photos reveals that only half of the monuments are hitherto photographed
from two or more sides.

During the year under discussion, the compilation of scientific descriptions was
substituted by the compilation of protection obligation notices, which, alongside
with scientific information, contain information about the restrictions for the use
of monuments by the owners.

In 1998 the archive of the Board of Antiquities was supplemented by numerous
excavation reports. The 147 reports on archaeological excavations, surveillance
and inventory trips are often used by researchers and amateur archaeologists as
well as by owners.
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With the decree no 13, March 24, 1999, of the Minister of Culture, four wrecks of
ships and one underwater defence construction, discovered in the Baltic Sea by
the divers of Estonian Maritime Museum, were included in the record of cultural
heritage. Among them were no really archaeological monuments. We hope that the
oldest pieces of maritime cultural heritage, dating from the prehistoric period and
the Middle Ages, discovered by the researchers and amateurs already in previous
years will be also soon included in the national record of cultural heritage.
