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1998. AASTA ARHEOLOOGILISTE VALITOODE TULEMUSI

1998. aastal toimusid arheoloogilised vilitoéd Eestis 178 kohas. Soltuvalt to6
eesmirgist voib need liigitada uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisteks kae-
vamisteks (joon. 1:A) ja avariikaevamisteks (joon. 1: B), kus kaitse all olev maa-ala
vabastati uusehituseks. Proovikaevamistel ja/v6i jarelevalvetoodel (joon. 1: C) hin-
nati kultuurkihi olemasolu ning fikseeriti selle stratigraafia arheoloogiliste muis-
tiste kaitsetsooni planeeritud ehitusplatsidel voi sinna kaevatud trassides.
Eestimaa erinevatesse piirkondadesse tehtud maastikuinspektsioonidel selgitati
vilja uusi muistiseid ja kontrolliti leiuteateid (oon. 2).

UURIMISTEEMADEGA SEOTUD ARHEOLOOGILISED KAEVAMISED

Uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisi kaevamisi oli iihtekokku kiimnes kohas,
kuid monel juhul (Uuskiilas, Muuksi linnusel ja Lihulas) avati mitu kaevandit.

Virumaal (joonisel 1 nr. 1; Vaivara khk., kaevamiste juhataja Aivar Kriiska) uuriti
Riigikiila XIV kiviaja asulakohta. Avati 17,5 m* suurune kaevand, kus leidudega
kihi paksus ulatus kuni 30 cm. Kaevamistel selgus, et tegemist on esimese ja seni
ainsa Eestis teadaoleva ndorkeraamika kultuuri asulakohaga, mida eij ole segatud
v0i I6hutud hilisema asustusega. Muistise kalibreeritud dateering - 3. aastatuhan-
de keskpaik e. Kr. - miirati tiheda leiukontsentratsiooniga kultuurkihist voetud
soeproovi C' analiiiisiga.

Hiiumaa varase asustuse uurimiseks toimusid kaevamised Kopu I asulakohal (2;
Reigi khk., A. Kriiska). Selle, kiviajast pirit muistise, avastas V. Ldugas 1981. aastal.
1998. aastal rajati 32 m* suurune kaevand asula Idunapoolsesse ossa, kust leiti 5.
aastatuhande keskpaika e. Kr. ulatuvaid Narva kultuuri aegseid asustusjilgi. Leidu-
dest koguti kvartsist ja tulekivist valmistatud viikeesemeid, paar talba ning keraa-
mikat. Samast leiti ka né6rkeraamika kultuuri intensiivne asulakiht, mis osaliselt
kattis varasemat asustusala.A. Kriiska andmetel on Kdpu I asula niol tegemist esi-
mese Hijumaalt teadaoleva ndorkeraamika kultuuri kinnismuistisega, mis on iiht-
lasi rikkalikuma lejuainesega noorkeraamika kultuuri asulakoht Eestis.

Eelmisel aastal alustatud plaanipirased uurimistoéd jitkusid Liine-Virumaal
Uuskiilas (3; Kadrina khk.). Seekord kaevati ribapdlde, muistset asulat ja tarand-
kalmet. Pollujdidnustel tehti proovikaevamisi tihel pollukivihunnikul ja neljal peen-
ral, millest kaks madalamat liitusid tarandkalmega. Eelrooma rauaaja teisel poolel
rajatud varasest tarandkalmest avati u. kaks kolmandikku, mis pirast libikaevamist
rekonstrueeriti. Uuskiila piirkonnas toimunud uurimistddde detailsemat kiiku ja
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tulemusi kajastab kiesolevas kogumikus ekspeditsioonijuhataja Valter Langi
artikkel.

Uurimisteemaga seotud vilitood jitkusid ka Harjumaal Kahala jirve iimbruskon-
na asustusloo selgitamiseks, kus seekord uuriti Muuksi linnust, Loo asulat ja
Hundikangrute-nimelist kalmeterihma (4-6; Kuusalu khk.). Hundikangrutel
I6petati rooma rauaaja esimesest poolest pirineva kivikirstkalme nr. 5 uurimine.
Kaevati libi kalmealune kiht, kust leide ja luid enam ei saadud. Pirast uurimistoid
rekonstrueeriti kalme ringmuitir ja neli paekividest laotud kivikirstu. Kokkuvotva
tilevaate Kahala ekspeditsiooni t60st leiab lugeja Gurly Vedru artiklist.

Kolm uut kiviringkalmet avati Saaremaal Piilas (7; Kaarma khk.), mis andsid tdien-
davat informatsiooni sellel kalmistul eksisteerinud erinevatest viikingiaegsetest
matmisviisidest. Kdesolevas kogumikus esitavad Piila kalmete ehitusloo, matmis-
kommete ja leiumaterjali analiitisi kaevamiste juhataja Marika Migi ja assistent
Armin Rudi.

Uurimistoid jitkati veel Lihula keskaegse aleviku hoonestuse ja piiskopilinnuse
erinevate ehitusjirkude selgitamiseks (8; Lihula khk.). Nende kaevamiste olulise-
mad tulemused on esitatud uurimist0ode juhataja Mati Mandli tilevaateartiklis.

Keilas (9; Keila khk., Heiki Pauts) jitkati keskaegse mdisakompleksi uurimist ja
restaureerimist. Konserveeriti peahoone esiku lidnemiitiri viliskiilg ja 1997. aastal
avastatud Sahti pealisosa, samuti moned viiksemad miitirildigud nn. II viikese
kambri vilisktiljel. Esikust keldrisse avaneva sissepiisu peale ehitati puidust piire
ja kaevusuu kaeti kaanega. Uurimistoodel selgus, et modisa peahoonest loode poo-
le jadv kahe ruumiga (mootmed 3,7 X 4,0 ja 1,2 X 4,0 m) ehitis kujutab endast
varasemale, arvatavalt juba 14. sajandil rajatud hoonele 17. sajandi teisel poolel
lisatud tiiba.

Tallinna lahes (10) avastati 1985. aastal u. 900 m kaugusel kaldast kivi- ja palk-
chituse jadnused.Toendoliselt on selle, praegu ligi 3500 m?* suurusel alal merepSh-
jas paikneva lagunenud ehituse niol tegemist 17. sajandi keskpaigas ehitatud
Tsitadelli-nimelise merepatareiga, mis lammutati ehitusmaterjali saamiseks
Tallinna sadama laiendamisel 19. sajandil. Eesti Meremuuseumi korraldatud
allveearheolooglise ekspeditsiooni todde tulemusi selle unikaalse ehituse mdddis-
tamisest, sondeerimisest ja allveefilmimisest tutvustab ekspeditsiooni juhataja
Vello Missi tilevaateartikkel.
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AVARIIKAEVAMISED

Tallinnas jitkusid eelmisel aastal alustatud avariikaevamised tsistertslaste Piitha
Miikaeli nunnakloostri kompleksis seoses Gustav Adolfi Giimnaasiumi re-
noveerimisega (11; OU Agu-EMS). Kiesolevale kogumikule kirjutasid seal tehtud
chitusarheoloogilistest uurimistdddest pdhjaliku tilevaate kaevamiste juhatajad
Jaan Tamm ja Jaak Mall.

Suuremahuliste avariikaevamistega alustati vanalinna sidames, Sauna t. 10 krun-
dil (12; OU Tael, Vladimir Sokolovski). Lisaks 135 m? ulatusega kaevamistele Hansa-
aida keldrites, avati veel kaks, kokku u. 200 m? pindalaga ouekaevandit. Tdhele-
panuvdirseks Tallinna varasema ajaloo uurimisel tuleb pidada neis kaevandites
histi siilinud tiisedat, niisket ja iseiranis leiurohket kultuurkihti. Kultuurkihi alu-
mistes ladestustes, mis C'* analiiiiside pdhjal voiks pirineda 13. sajandi teisest poo-
lest vOi 14. sajandi algusest, olid siilinud mitme uiksteisega kiilgneva puidust elu-
ja majapidamishoone jiinused. PGhjakiiljel piirnesid need vallikraaviga, mille hoo-
netepoolne killg oli tugevdatud vaiadega. Sauna t. 10 kaevamised Iopetatakse
1999. aastal.

Vene t. 4 kinnistu duel (13; OU Tael; Vladimir Sokolovski) avati kolm kaevandit,
millest tihes toimusid avariikaevamised ja kahes jirelevalvetddd. Avariikaevamis-
teks avatud alal leiti erinevatest ajastutest pirinevaid ehitusjidnuseid, millest
varasemad, s.h. ithe palkhoone fragmendid, voib keraamikaleidude pOhjal dateeri-
da 13. sajandisse. Samasse aega kuuluvad ka loodusliku pinnase tilemistes kihtides
nihtavale tulnud kiinnivaod ja labidaga kaevamise jaljed. Toendoliselt piirati selle-
aegsed aia- ja pollumaad vitsaiaga, millest kaevandialal oli siilinud vaiaderida.

1997. aastal Vene t. 4 kinnistul paiknenud ruumist nr. 22 leitud tlinnipohjast
tehtud C'* analiiiisitulemuste (vt. Sokolovski, V. & Jaanits, K. 1998. Archaeological
excavations in Tallinn and Vaida. - Arheoloogilised vilitéd Eestis 1997. Tallinn,
122-123) arvutitdotlusvea parandamisel selgus, et peenraserva maasse kaevatud
tiinni vanus on tegelikult 594 + 37 aastat, mis kalibreeritult vastab ajavahemikule
1302-1414 AD.

Piarnus tehti avariikaevamisi Hommiku t. 1 kinnistul (14; OU Agu-EMS; Jaak
MilD), kus kunagi paiknes Pitha Johannese kiriku kalmistu. Puhastati vilja 276
erinevalt siilinud matust 17.-18. sajandist, mille antropoloogiline uurimine veel
kestab.

Suuremad piistekaevamised toimusid ka Hommiku t. 1/ Aida t. 5 kinnistule
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kaevatud kanalisatsioonitrassis (15; OUTael, Peeter Talvar). Nende kaevamiste poh-
jal saadi Pirnu varase ajaloo kohta jirgmisi tulemusi: leiti 16. saj. 1opul - 17. saj.
algul ehitatud Piiha Johannese (Jaani) kiriku torni pohja- ja 1dunaseina jiinused.
Kiriku pikihoonest monevorra hiljem ehitatud torni pShjaseina sise- ja viliskiiljel
avati parvalus. Kirikust varasem kultuurkiht ja leiumaterjal pirines kaevandialal
15., voimalik, et koguni 14. sajandist, mil siin paiknesid linnaelanike puidust elu-
ja majapidamishooned.

Sama trassi rajamisega olid seotud veel arheoloogilised piistet66d Hommiku ja
Pika tinava vahelisel alal (16; MTU AEG), kus fikseeriti 18. sajandist pirit hoones-
tuse jadnused. Varasemad kultuurkihi ladestused (s.h. piki Pikka tinavat kulgenud
puitsillutis) pirinesid siingi 14.-15. sajandist. Kaevamiste juhataja Riinno Vissaku
andmetel vais selles kaevandis pidada tihelepanuviirseks rikkalikku ja eriti histi
sdilinud leiumaterjali 18. sajandi teisest poolest, mis sisaldas rohkesti Rootsi pirit-
olu maalingutega kaunistatud glasuuritud fajanssi e. majoolikat.

Tartus tegi avariikaevamisi MTU AEG Kitsas t. 3/ Ulikooli t. 4 kinnistul (17;
Riinno Vissak), kust leiti keskaegne tellisepoletusahi. Kahjuks onnestus kahe kiit-
tekambriga ahi vilja puhastada vaid osaliselt, kuna pool sellest jiib kdrvalkrundile
ehitatud maja alla. Unikaalne ahi on pirit ajavahemikust 13. sajandi 16pp - 15.
sajandi algus ning siin poletatud telliseid kasutati Tartu kivihoonete , voimalik, et
ka linnamiiri ehitamiseks.

Suured avariikaevamised toimusid Tartus veel Rititli t. 15, Ulikooli t. 17 ja
Munga 5/ Riiiitli 20 kinnistutel (18-20; MTU AEG, Peeter Piirits), kus fikseeriti
kultuurkihi stratigraafia ja lokaliseeriti ning moddistati keskaegse Tartu kivi- ja
puithoonestust.

Viljandis (21; OU Arheoloogiateenistus, Andres Tvauri) toimusid avariikaevami-
sed vanalinnas, vallikraavi ja Pikk t. 4 kinnistu vahelisel alal, kus uuriti 13. sajandist
parit pottsepatookoda. TOO tulemustest, s.h. pottsepaahju rekonstruktsioonikat-
sest, saab tlilevaate kaevamiste juhataja A.Tvauri artiklist “Keskaegne pottsepaahi
Viljandi vanalinnas.”

Haapsalus (22; Haapsalu Linnavalitsus, Kaido Sipelgas) toimusid avariikaevami-
sed seoses vee- ja kanalisatsioonitrasside rajamisega Lossiplats 4 hoovil. Uurimis-
toodel fikseeriti kultuurkihi stratigraafia ja moddistati iihe, kdige tOeniolisemalt
15.-16. sajandil ehitatud kivihoone jiinused koos hiipokaustahjuga.

Harjumaal Vaidas (23;Jiiri khk., OUTael) toimusid avariikaevamised asula #irealal
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seoses Tallinn - Tartu maantee renoveerimisega. Ulevaate Vaida kaevamiste tule-
mustest esitab kiesolevas kogumikus kaevamiste juhataja Kaarel Jaanits.

Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni ja Ajaloo Instituudi uurimisprojekti “Keskus ja ddre-
maa” finantseerimisel tehti paisteotstarbelisi kaevamisi kahel linnamiel - Kassi-
nurmes (24; Palamuse khk.) ja Reastveres (25; Laiuse khk.). Ulevaate kahe
Pohja-Tartumaa pelgupaiklinnuse avarii- ja uurimistoodest kirjutas kiesolevale
kogumikule kaevamiste juhataja Ain Lavi.

Ajaloo Instituut tegi avariikaevamisi Setumaal Pedijasaarel (26;Virska v.) seoses
saarele rajatava Virska piirivalvekordoni ehitusega. Avati kaks kaevandit, neist
esimene saare kesk- ja teine kaguosas. Tipsema iilevaate nendest uurimistéddest
kirjutas kaevamiste juhataja Mare Aun.

Poltsamaa linnusel (27; Poltsamaa khk.) olid paidstetood tingitud Poltsamaa
Linnavalitsuse soovist ehitada linnuse edelamiitiri sisektiljele, hivinenud ehituse
varemetele uus hoone. Toimunud to6de kiiku ja saadud tulemusi selgitab meie
kogumikus kaevamiste juhataja A. Tvauri.

OU Arheoloogiateenistus tegi avariikaevamisi Viljandimaal kruusavotuga 16hutud
Kulla kiila Kaubi talu maadel asuval kiilakalmistul (28; Halliste khk.). Nendelt
kaevamistelt kogutud arheoloogilise ja antropoloogilise leiumaterjali tlevaate
saab lugeja A. Tvauri artiklist.

PROOVIKAEVAMISED JA JARELEVALVETOOD

Tallinnas tehti arheoloogilisi jirelevalvetoid ja proovikaevamisi kokku kolme-
teistkiimnes kohas (29-41). Kaitsealusel territooriumil toimunud vee-, kanalisat-
siooni- ja kommunikatsioonitrasside paigaldamisel voi uuendamisel anti kaeva-
misload OU Agu-EMS-le ja OU Taelale, kes mdddistasid ja fikseerisid kraavide pro-
fiilid ning stistematiseerisid leiumaterjali. Kuna kaik jarelevalvet6od ja proovikae-
vamised ei andnud arheoloogiliselt huvipakkuvat materjali (mitmetes kaevandites
sai piirduda iliksnes ulemiste tiite- voi rusukihtide fikseerimisega), esitatakse all-
jargnevas vaid nende toode tilevaade, mida kaevamisjuhatajad pidasid tihtsaks.

Linna varase ajaloo uurimise seisukohalt pidas OU Agu-EMS kaevamiste juhataja
Jaak Mall oluliseks eeluuringuid Pikk t. 33b kinnistul, kus tddeti antud koha dir-
miselt selget stratigraafiat ja eriaegsete ehituskonstruktsioonide rohkust viikesel
(36 m?) alal. Lisaks rikkalikule leiumaterjalile oli kaevandist véimalik votta hul-
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galiselt orgaanikaproove stratigraafiliselt seotud konstruktsioonidest.

Vene ja Olevimie tinavatele paigaldatud kommunikatsioonide uuendamisel
andis jarelevalvetoo olulist informatsiooni keskaegse Vene tinava kulgemise koh-
ta. Samas selgus, et Viikese Rannavirava ehitistest pole pinnases midagi siilinud.

Viljandis rajati kaks proovikaevandit ordulinnuse konvendihoone 1dunapoolse
muiiri molemale kiiljele seoses miiliri konserveerimistoodega (42; OU Arheo-
loogiateenistus ja Viljandi Linnavalitsus, A. Tvauri). Mutiri viliskiljele rajatud
prooviaugu eriaegsete kihtide fikseerimisel leiti 3,2 m siigavuselt u. 15 cm pak-
sune, kive ja kivipurdu sisaldav muinasaegne tihe must kiht, mis oli libi 16igatud
konvendihoone ehitusega. Oueosas oli sama kiht siilinud puutumatuna. Teine
prooviauk kaevati muiiri sisekiiljele kohta, kus keskajal paiknes orduvendade
refektoorium. Siingi paljandus u. 3 m siigavusel tinapievasest pinnasest ligi 20 cm
paksune polenud kive sisaldav tume kiht, mis virvuse, tiheduse ja leiumaterjali
pohjal voiks pirineda I aastatuhande teisest poolest.

Tanu proovikaevamistele dnnestus talletada ka senisest tipsemat informatsiooni
konvendihoone ehituse kohta. Maakividest laotud 10unamiiiiri paksus praeguse
maapinna korgusel on keskmiselt 2,1 m, taldmiku korgusel aga 2,6 m. Seejuures
on taldmik rajatud u. 40 cm siigavusse vundamendikraavi. Konvendihoone 16una-
seina pohjakiiljel avastati kaks hilisemat, selle kulgemissuunaga risti laotud tellis-
test muri.

Konvendihoone lounamiiiiri viliskiiljele rajatud kaevandist saadud keskaegne
leiumaterjal oli rikkalik. Kesk- ja uusaja kihtide materjalist moodustas enamuse
ehituskeraamika. Rusukihist leiti 16. sajandi algusest pirit ja Eesti oludes harul-
dased figuraalsed glasuuritud ahjukahlite tiikid, mida kaunistasid virvilised taim-
ornamendid. Leitud savindukildudest enamus oli Saksa aladelt imporditud kivike-
raamika, kuid leidus ka kohalikku, Viljandis valmistatud lihtsat keraamikat ja gla-
suuritud punasavindude tiikke. Ponevaks leiuks voib pidada kollakasrohelise gla-
suuriga kaetud seakujulist savivile. Muudest esemetest oli huvitavam luust treitud
malend. Koige haruldasemaks leiuks oli viike hobemiint, mis Ivar Leimuse arvates
voOiks olla Tartu piiskopi brakteaat 13. sajandist.

Muitiri pohjakiiljele rajatud prooviaugu leiumaterjal oli kesine. Ulemistest kihtidest
saadud leiumaterjalist vidrib eraldi mirkimist séestunud puust malend. Esma-
kordselt tipsemalt fikseeritud muinasaegsest kihist leiti Kisitsi vormitud savi-
noude kilde, polenud savitiikikesi, looma- ning kalaluid ja kalasoomuseid.
Kaevamiste juhataja Andres Tvauri arvates ei kuulu 1998. aastal proovikaevamis-
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tega leitud muinaskiht siiski varastes kirjalikes allikates korduvalt nimetatud
Viljandi muinaslinnusele, vaid selle ees I aastatuhande teisel poolel paiknenud asu-
lakohale.Ta oletab, et nii viikingi- kui hilisrauaaja linnus paiknes hilisemast ordu-
linnuse konvendihoonest 16una poole jadvatel kiingastel, mis on ulatuslike mul-
laté6dega tundmatuseni muudetud. Tvauri andmetel on just sellelt alalt saadud nii
kasitsi kui ka varasel potikedral vormitud savindude katkeid.

Jarvekiilas (43; Juri khk., OU Agu EMS, J. Mill) kaevati uue asumi kolmanda ehi-
tusjargu maa-alal. Proovikaevamiste eesmirk oli kindlaks teha kinnistutel paikne-
va kaitsealuse muinas- ja keskaegse asulakihi sdilivus, kultuurkihi tipsem ulatus ja
iseloom. Todeti, et ehituseks planeeritud alal on tegemist muinasaja 16pust kesk-
aega ulatuva asulakohaga, mis otsustades leiumaterjali jirgi, on hivinud ilmselt
Liivi soja kdigus. Jirvekiila asula kultuurkihis on siilinud veel muistsete hoonete
jddnuseid.

Keilas (44; Keila khk., Eesti Ajaloomuuseum, H. Pauts) tehti jarelevalvetoid Keila
moisahoonest, kus praegu asub Harjumaa Muuseum, kuni Linnuse t. 4 elamuni
paigaldatud veetrassi kaevamisel. Mdisahoone ladnepoolse seina juures paljandus
trassis 12 X 8 m suuruse hoone suurtest raudkividest laotud vundament. Dateeri-
vate leidude puudumisel polnud vdimalik selle ehitise vanust miirata.

Lagedil (45; Jiri khk., OU Tael) oli proovikaevamiste eesmirgiks kultuurkihi
iseloomu ja sdilivuse miiramine suvilachituseks planeeritud kolmel krundil, mis
jddvad kaitsealuse asulakoha territooriumile, Lagedi asula proovikaevamiste tule-
musi kajastab kogumikus kaevamiste juhataja Krista Sarve artikkel.

Kolgas (46; Kuusalu khk., Muinsuskaitseinspektsioon, Urve Russow) tehti
proovikaevamisi Rootsi - Eesti {ihisprojekti “Roma-Kolk - 1000 aastat kultuuri-
vahetust lile Liinemere” iilesannete tiitmiseks. Selle uurimisprojekti olulisemaks
eesmirgiks on tiles leida Harjumaal Kolgas tegutsenud Ojamaa Roma tiitarkloost-
ri asukoht. 1998. aasta proovikaevamised Kolga moisa territooriumil ei andnud
soovitud tulemust. Uurimist6od jitkuvad 1999, aastal.

Seoses kirikute renoveerimise ja kommunikatsioonitrasside kaevamisega tegi OU
Arheoloogiateenistus jirelevalvetoid Kambja (47) ja Noo (48) kirikaedades. Seal
tehtud uurimistddde tulemustest saab lugeda kaevamiste juhataja A. Tvauri tile-
vaateartiklist.

Setu Kultuuri Fondi toetusel jitkas Ajaloo Instituut arheoloogilisi vilitéid Setumaa
varase asustuse uurimiseks. PGhja-Setumaa (inspektsiooni juhataja Arvis Kiristaja)

12
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asustuspilti tiiendavad niitid 1998. aastal avastatud 10 uut asulakohta, 5 keraami-
ka leiukohta ja iiks maa-alune kalmistus(vt. joon.2).

Viiksemad proovikaevamised toimusid Tonja, Karnova, Obinitsa ja Harma
asulakohtades (49-52). Varase rauaaja Kisitsikeraamikat ja samasse aega kuuluv
leease leiti Tonja kiilast, mis tdestab selleaegse asustuse olemasolu Virska lahe
lidnekaldal. Seejuures on huvitav mirkida, et Tonjast leitud tekstiilkeraamika kil-
lud sarnanevad nii materjalikoostiselt kui ka ornamendilt juba moned aastad
varem Kalatsova kiilast saadud rooma rauaaja savinoufragmentidega. Tipsemat
informatsiooni Setumaa kaevamistest ja uutest muististest saab lugeja ekspedit-
sioonijuhataja Mare Auna tilevaateartiklist.

Ruhnus (53; Muinsuskaitseinspektsioon ja Ajaloo Instituut, Erki Russow ja Ulle
Tamla) toimusid jirelevalvetodd seoses uue pastoraadihoone vundamendisiivendi
rajamisega 1997. aastal avastatud kiviaja asulakoha kaitsetsooni. Ruhnu kirikust u.
70 m Iounasihis luiteharjale ehitatava hoone vundamendiaugu kaevamisel jilgiti,
et sivend ei puudutaks muinasaegset kultuurkihti. Samuti kontrolliti viljatostetud
pinnast vGimalike juhuleidude avastamiseks. Uurimistoodel fikseeriti liivakihid,
millest tikski polnud seotud inimtegevusega.

Ruhnu ekspeditsiooni olulisemaks tulemuseks voib pidada mitme t6odeldud
kvartsi leiukoha avastamist Kirken Wegeni ja Overkirke vahelisel teeldigul, eriti
kohas, kus tee kulgeb koige lihemal jirsult idapoole laskuvale luitejalamile ja sealt
algavale Djupkiarre ja Keloskiarre soole - kunagisele lahesopile. Saare varasema
asustuse viljaselgitamisel tuleb tihtsaks pidada ka Ruhnu kiilatuumikusse, Liise
talu Suele kaevatud prooviaugust u. 80 cm siigavuselt leitud kolme mustjas-halli
tulekivikildu, millest tiks nogus, kiitinekujuline, on retusitud. Erinevalt varem Ruh-
nust leitud tulekivist on nende kildude niol tegemist tunduvalt parema kvalitee-
diga importtulekiviga.

MAASTIKUINSPEKTSIOONID

Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni, Ajaloo Instituudi, Tartu Ulikooli ja Eesti Ajaloomuuse-
umi 1998. aastal korraldatud maastikuinspektsioonidel (vt. joon. 2) avastati 80 asu-
lakohta, 4 kivikalmet, 11 maa-alust kalmistut, 2 kiibast, 8 kultusekivi, 3 fossiilsete
poldude jiinust, 2 mdisaaset, liks sootee ja 4 keraamika leiukohta. Lisaks sellele
toimus mitmeid inspektsioone juhuleidudena pievavalgele tulnud muinasaegsete
esemete leiukohtadesse, kus tipsustati leiuolusid. Detailsemat informatsiooni
maasikuinspektsioonidest ja avastatud muististest saab Muinsuskaitseinspektsi-
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ooni,Ajaloo Instituudi ja Tartu Ulikooli Arheoloogiakabineti arhiivist.

Jargnevas on esitatud 17 artiklit 1998. aasta arheoloogiliste vilitodde tulemustest,
millele lisandub Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni arheoloogiamiilestiste peainspektori
Ants Kraudi tlevaade kultuurimilestiste registrisse kantud arheoloogiamailestis-
test seisuga 31.12.1998.

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RESULTS OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL FIELD WORK OF 1998

In 1998, archaeological field work was carried out in 178 places in Estonia.
Depending on the aim of the work, the field work can be divided into archaeo-
logical research excavations (Fig. 1: A) and rescue excavations (Fig. 1: B), where
protected areas were discharged for construction activities. With supervision
and/or trial excavations (Fig. 1: C), the presence of cultural layer was determined
and its stratigraphy recorded on the construction sites in protection zones of
archaeological monuments or in tracks dug there. New monuments were discov-
ered and find reports were checked in the course of inventory trips in different
regions of Estonia (Fig. 2).

ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH EXCAVATIONS

Such excavations were carried out on ten sites, but in some cases (Uuskiila,
Muuksi hillfort and Lihula) several excavations were dug.

In Riigikiila, Virumaa (no 1 on the map; Vaivara parish, investigated by Aivar
Kriiska) the XIV Stone Age settlement site was investigated. The size of the exca-
vation was 17.5 m’ and the thickness of the layer containing finds was 30 cm.
During the excavations it became evident that here was the first, and hitherto the
only known settlement site of the Corded Ware Culture undamaged by later set-
tlements.The monument was dated to the mid-3* millennium B.C. (calibrated) on
the basis of the C' analysis of a charcoal sample gathered from the cultural layer
with high density of finds.

To investigate the early settlement of Hiiumaa, excavations were carried out on
the Kopu I settlement site (2, Reigi parish, A. Kriiska). This Stone Age monument
was discovered in 1981 by Vello Lougas. In 1998, an excavation of 32 Sq.m was
dug in the southern part of the settlement site. The traces of settlement discov-
ered there dated from the mid-5" millennium B.C., from the period of Narva
Culture. The finds comprised small artefacts of quartz and flint, a couple of
wedges, and some pottery. On the same site, intensive cultural layer of the Corded
Ware Culture was discovered, partly covering the earlier settlement area.
According to A. Kriiska, the Kopu I settlement site is the first known monument
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of the Corded Ware Culture from Hiiumaa, which at the same time is the richest
in finds among the Corded Ware Culture sites in Estonia.

The research excavations, started in the previous year, were resumed in Uuskiila,
Western Virumaa (3, Kadrina parish, Valter Lang). This year, strip fields, a settle-
ment site and a tarand-grave were excavated. In the fossil fields, trial excavations
of one clearance cairn and four baulks were carried out. The two lower baulks
were connected with the farand-grave. About 2/3 of the tarand-grave, dating from
the Pre-Roman Iron Age, was disclosed and, after the excavations, reconstructed.
The excavations in Uuskiila, their course and results, are described in greater
detail in the article by Valter Lang.

The research excavations were also resumed in Harjumaa, around Lake Kahala,
where the Muuksi hillfort, the settlement site of Loo, and a group of stone graves
called Hundikangrud were investigated (4-6, Kuusalu parish, Gurly Vedru). On the
Hundikangrud, the investigation of the stone cist grave no 5, dating from the first
half of the Roman Iron Age, was finished. The layer below the grave was excavat-
ed, it contained neither any finds nor bones. After the investigations, the wall of
the grave and the four limestone cists were reconstructed. The outline of the
work in Kahala is presented in the article by G.Vedru.

Three new stone circle graves were disclosed in Piila, Saaremaa (7, Kaarma
parish, Marika Mig), giving additional evidence of different burial customs of the
Viking Age, used in this cemetery. In the present book, the construction history,
burial customs and find material of the Piila graves are analysed by the leader of
the excavations, Marika Migi, and the assistant Armin Rudi.

The research excavations were resumed also in Lihula (8, Lihula parish, Mati
Mandel), to investigate different constructional stages of the bishop’s castle, and
the buildings of the medieval market town. The results of these excavations are
published in M. Mandel’s review.

In Keila (9, Keila parish, Heiki Pauts), the investigation and restoration of the
medieval manor complex was resumed. Conservation was carried out on the
outer wall of the entrance hall and on some parts of the walls of the second small
chamber. A wooden rail was constructed on the platform above the cellar
entrance, and a wooden cover was added to the well. Investigation revealed that
the house northwest of the main building consists of two rooms (3.7 X 4.0 and
1.15 x 4.0 metres). This wing was probably added in the second half of the 7
century to an earlier house dating from the 14" century.
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In the Bay of Tallinn (10;Vello Miss) a construction of stone and timber, about
900 m from the shore, discovered in 1985, was investigated. The results of the
underwater-archaeological investigations carried out on the construction by the
amateur marine archaeologists of the Maritime Museum of Estonia, are published
in this book by the leader of the expedition, Vello Miiss.

RESCUE EXCAVATIONS

In Tallinn, the excavations in the complex of Cistercian St. Michael’s nun-
nery were resumed in connection with the renovating of Gustav Adolf
Gymnasium (11; Agu-EMS Ltd). Jaan Tamm and Jaak Mill, who carried out the
excavations, wrote a detailed survey of the construction-archaeological investiga-
tions.

Extensive rescue excavations began in the medieval part of Tallinn, on the site
Sauna Street 10 (12;Tael Ltd, Vladimir Sokolovski). Besides the excavation of 135
sq. m in the cellars of Hansaait (Hanseatic Granary), two excavations were dug in
the yard, with the total area of about 200 sq. m.The thick damp cultural layer with
abundant finds, preserved in these excavations, contains rich information for the
researchers of the early history of Tallinn. In the lowest deposits of the cultural
layer, dated to the second half of the 13" or the beginning of the 14" century on
the basis of C'* analyses, remains of several adjacent timber dwellings and out-
houses were preserved. On the northern side the remains skirted with a moat,
reinforced on the southern side with poles.The excavations in Sauna Street will
be finished in 1999.

In the yard of Vene Street 4 (13;Tael Ltd;Vladimir Sokolovski), three excavations
were opened. In one of them, rescue excavations took place, and in the others
supervision was carried out. In the pit of the rescue excavations, building remains
of different periods were discovered. The earliest of these, fragments of a log
building, were dated to the 13" century on the basis of pottery finds.The furrows
and spade traces discovered in the upper part of the original soil belong to the
same period. Very likely the garden and field strips of that period were encircled
with raddled fences. In the excavation, a row of pickets belonging to such fence
was preserved.

In Parnu, rescue excavations were carried out on the site Hommiku Street 1

(14; Agu EMS Ltd.; Jaak Mill), on the former cemetery of St. John’s church. 276
burials of various preservation degree were disclosed, dating from the 17%-18®
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centuries.The examination of the bone material is not finished yet.

Rescue excavations were also carried out in the sewage track dug on the site
Hommiku Street 1/Aida Street 5 (15;Tael Ltd.; Peeter Talvar).The results were
interesting from the point of the investigation of the early history of Pirnu.The
remains were discovered of the N and S walls of St. John’s church built at the end
of the 16" and the beginning of the 17" century.At the N wall of the spire, built
somewhat later, a timber construction from under the foundation was discovered.
The cultural layer prior to the church dated from the 15", possibly even from the
14" century.At that time timber dwellings and outhouses of the inhabitants of the
town were located here.

Rescue excavations between Hommiku Street and Pikk Street (16; MTU AEG)
were also connected with the mentioned track. There, the remains of buildings
from the 18" century were discovered. Here, too, the earliest deposits of the cul-
tural layer dated from the 14"-15" centuries (including the wooden pavement
running along Pikk Street). According to the leader of the excavations, Riinno
Vissak, the most remarkable in this excavation was the rich and well preserved
find material from the 2™ half of the 18" century, containing lots of Swedish
majolica.

In Tartu, MTU AEG carried out rescue excavations on the site Kitsas Street
3/Ulikooli Street 4 (17; Riinno Vissak), where a medieval brickkiln was discov-
ered. Unfortunately, only a half of the two-chambered kiln could be excavated, the
other half remaining under the neighbouring house. The unique kiln dates from
the period between the end of the 13" century and the beginning of the 15" cen-
tury, and its production was used to build the brick houses in Tartu, and possibly
also for the town wall.

More extensive rescue excavations took place on the sites Riiiitli Street 1153
Ulikooli Street 17 and Munga Street 5/Riiiitli Street 20 (18-20; MTU AEG;
Peeter Piirits) where the stratigraphy of the cultural layer was determined and the
remains of stone and wooden buildings of medieval Tartu were located and
mapped.

In Viljandi (21;Arheoloogiateenistus Ltd.;Andres Tvauri) rescue excavations took
place in the old part of the town, between the moat and the site Pikk Street 4.
There, a potter’s workshop dating from the 13" century was investigated. The
results of these excavations are published in the article by A.Tvauri,“The medieval
potter’s kiln from the old town of Viljandi”.
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In Haapsalu (22; Kaido Sipelgas) rescue excavations were carried out in con-
nection with digging the pipeline and sewage tracks in the yard of Lossiplats 4.
The stratigraphy of the cultural layer was determined and the remains of a stone
building, most likely built in the 15"-16" centuries, together with a hypocaust
stove were mapped.

In Vaida, Harjumaa (23;Jiiri parish;Tael Ltd.) rescue excavations were carried out
on the skirts of the settlement site, in connection with the reconstruction of
Tallinn - Tartu highway.The results of the excavations are published in the article
by the leader of the excavations Kaarel Jaanits.

Rescue excavations were also carried out on two hillforts - Kassinurme (24;
Palamuse parish) and Reastvere (25; Laiuse parish).These works were financed by
the Board of Antiquities and the research program of the Institute of History
“Centre and Periphery”.The survey of these works is written by the leader of the
excavations,Ain Lavi.

The Institute of History carried out rescue excavations on Peddjasaare, Setumaa
(26; Virska parish; Mare Aun) in connection with the construction of the Virska
frontier guard station on the island.Two excavations were dug, in the central and
the SE part of the island. The detailed survey of the excavations is written by M.
Aun.

In Poltsamaa castle (27; Poltsamaa parish) the excavations were caused by the
intention of the municipal government to build a new house on the ruins inside
the SW wall of the castle.The leader of the excavations A.Tvauri gives a survey of
the results of these works in his article.

Arheoloogiateenistus Ltd carried out rescue excavations in Viljandimaa, on a vil-
lage cemetery, on the Kaubi farm in Kulla village (28; Halliste parish), damaged
by gravel quarry.The results are published in the article by A.Tvauri, the leader of
the excavations.

TRIAL EXCAVATIONS AND SUPERVISION WORKS

In Tallinn archaeological supervision and trial excavations were carried out on
thirteen sites (29-41).To carry out these works in sewage, pipeline and commu-
nications’ tracks dug in the protected area, excavation permits were given to Agu-
EMS Ltd. and Tael Ltd.The profiles in the ditches were mapped and photographed
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and find material was systemized. As all the supervision works and trial excava-
tions did not yield archaeologically interesting results (in several pits only the
upper filling or ruin strata could be investigated), the following presents only the
survey of the works that the leaders of the excavations considered important.

The researcher of Agu-EMS Ltd., Jaak Mill, considered preliminary investigations
on the site Pikk Street 33b significant for the study of the early history of the
town.There, an extremely clear stratigraphy and the abundance of the remains of
buildings from different periods were determined in a small (36 $q.m) area.
Alongside with rich find material it was possible to take many samples of organ-
ic matter from stratigraphically related constructions.The supervision at the com-
munication tracks on Vene and Olevimie streets gave new information about
the direction of the medieval Vene Street, and it became evident that none of the
constructions of the Small Coast Gate was preserved in the soil.

In Viljandi, two trial excavations were dug on both sides of the southern wall of
the convent building of the castle of the Order (42;Arheoloogiateenistus Ltd. and
the Municipal Government of Viljandi;A.Tvauri). The works were connected with
the conservation of the wall. Determining different layers in the trial pit on the
outer side of the wall,a 15-cm black prehistoric layer was discovered at the depth
of 3.2 m, containing stones and rubble, cut through with the convent building. In
the yard of the castle, this layer was preserved intact.The second trial pit was dug
at the inner side of the wall, where in the Middle Ages the refectory had stood. At
the depth of about 3 m a dark, 20-cm layer containing burnt stones cam to light.
Relying upon the colour and density of the layer as well as on find material, this
layer could be dated to the 2nd half of the I millennium.

Owing to the trial excavations more detailed information was obtained about the
construction of the convent building. The thickness of the southern wall of gran-
ite stones is about 2.1 m at the level of the present ground, and 2.6 m at the base.
The base of the wall is laid in the foundation ditch with the depth of about 40
cm. At the northern side of the southern wall of the convent building, two later
brick walls were discovered, running in the transverse direction.

The medieval find material from the trial excavation at the outer side of the south-
ern wall of the convent building was rich. In the medieval and modern layers frag-
ments of brick, tiles and stove tiles prevailed. In the rubble layer, fragments of fig-
urate glazed stove tiles were found, decorated with coloured plant ornament.
These are unique in Estonia. Most of the pottery represented stoneware import-
ed from Germany, but local plain pottery and fragments of glazed vessels of red
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clay also occurred. An interesting find was a fragment of a pig-shaped clay whis-
tle covered with yellowish-green glaze. Other objects of interest were a bone
chessman, and the rarest of the finds, a small silver coin, which according to Ivar
Leimus might be a bracteate of the Bishop of Tartu from the 13" century.

The find material from the trial pit at the northern side of the wall was poor.
Mention should be made of a charred wooden chessman found from upper lay-
ers. For the first time the prehistoric layer was determined more accurately.There,
fragments of hand-moulded pottery, burnt fragments of clay, animal and fish
bones and fish scales were found.

Andres Tvauri deems it likely that the prehistoric layer in the excavations of 1998
does not belong to the hillfort of Viljandi, repeatedly mentioned in early written
sources. According to him the layer belongs to a settlement site of the 2™ half of
the I millennium, located in front of the hillfort. His asserts that in the Viking Age
as well as in the Late Iron Age the hillfort was situated on the hillocks south of
the later convent building of the castle of the Order. These hillocks have been
since transformed beyond recognition in the course of extensive earthwork.That
was the area, according to A.Tvauri, where fragments of hand-moulded and early
wheel pottery have been found.

In Jarvekiila (43; Jiri parish,Agu EMS Ltd., J. Mill) excavations were carried out
in the area of the 3rd building stage of the new dwelling complex.The aim was
to determine the stage of preservation of the protected prehistoric and medieval
settlement layer, and to specify the extent and nature of the cultural layer. It
appeared that the settlement layer in the construction area dated from the end of
the prehistoric period and the Middle Ages; relying upon the find material, the set-
tlement was evidently destroyed in the Livonian War. In the cultural layer, remains
of ancient buildings are preserved.

In Keila (44; Keila parish; History Museum; H. Pauts) archaeological supervision
was carried out in the ditch of the pipeline track from the Keila manor house (the
presént Harjumaa Museum) to the dwelling in Linnuse Street 4. At the western
wall of the manor house a foundation of a building came to light. The foundation
measured 12 X 8 m and was laid of granite stones. Due to the absence of dating
finds the age of the building could not be determined.

In Lagedi (45;Juri parish;Tael Ltd.) the aim of the trial excavations was to deter-
mine the nature and state of preservation of the cultural layer on three sites of
summer cottages remaining in the area of the protected settlement site. The
results of the trial excavations are published in this book in the article by Krista
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Sarv, the leader of the excavations.

In Kolga (46; Kuusalu parish; Board of Antiquities; Urve Russow), trial excavations
were carried out in the frame of Swedish-Estonian common project “Roma-Kolk
- 1000 years of culture contacts across the Baltic”. The main aim of this research
project was to discover the site of the filial monastery of Roma on Gotland that
had acted in Kolga.The excavations of 1998 were not successful, the work will be
resumed in 1999.

In connection with the renovating of churches and digging of communication
tracks, Arheoloogiateenistus Ltd. carried out supervision works in the church-
yards of Kambja (47) and Noo (48).The results are published in the article by A.
Tvauri.

The Institute of History resumed archaeological field works in Setumaa. In the
Estonian part of Setumaa several inventories and trial excavations were carried
out on the settlement sites of Tonja, Karnova, Obinitsa and Hirma (49-52).
The results of these works and information about new monuments discovered in
the district is published by the leader of the expedition Mare Aun.

In Ruhnu (53; Board of Antiquities and Institute of History; Erki Russow and Ulle
Tamla) supervision works were carried out in the foundation pit of the new par-
sonage building in the protection zone of the Stone Age settlement site discov-
ered in 1997. In the pit about 70 m south of the Ruhnu church it was checked
that the works would not touch the prehistoric cultural layer. The soil from the
pit was searched for the possible stray finds. In the course of the works, sand stra-
ta were determined; none of these was connected with human activities.

The most important result of the Ruhnu expedition was the discovery of several
sites with processed quartz by the road from Kirken Wegen and Overkirke, espe-
cially in the place where the road runs nearest to the steep slope of the sand dune
and the Djupkiarre and Keloskiarre mire below it - the onetime sea cove. The
three dark grey flint chips, one of them retouched, found at the depth of about
80 cm from the trial pit dug in the yard of the Liise farm in the central part of the
Ruhnu village, are also important in the investigation of the earliest settlement of
the island. Unlike the flint objects found before from Ruhnu, these chips are of
imported flint of better quality.
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ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVENTORIES

In 1998 80 settlement sites, 4 stone graves, 11 flat graves, 2 barrows, 8 cup-marked
stones, 3 fossil fields, 2 sites of manor houses, 1 trackway and 4 find-places of pot-
tery were discovered. Besides that, sites of discovery of stray finds were checked
and specified. The results of the inventory trips of 1998 are reflected in Fig. 2.
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
