1999. aastal andis Muinsuskaitseinspektsioon ja Tallinna Muinsuskaitseamet 64
luba uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisteks kaevamisteks (joon.: A), avarii-
kaevamisteks (joon. 1: B), jirelevalvetoodeks (joon. : C) ning allveearheoloogilis-
teks vrakikaardistusteks. Eestimaa erinevatesse piirkondadesse tehtud maastiku-
inspektsioonidel selgitati vilja 109 uut muistist ja kontrolliti leiuteateid.

UURIMISTEEMADEGA SEOTUD ARHEOLOOGILISED KAEVAMISED

Uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisi kaevamisi oli tihtekokku 16 kohas
(joon. :A). Ruhnus (nr. 1) avati kaks kaevandit kiviaja asulakohtades ning tehti
prooviauke saare varase asustuse viljaselgitamiseks. Kiesolevas kogumikus
tutvustavad Ruhnu ekspeditsiooni tootulemusi ning hupoteesi saare esmaasus-
tuse paritolu kohta kaevamiste juhataja Aivar Kriiska ja assistent Ulla Saluaar.
Lidne-Virumaal Uuskiilas (2; Kadrina khk.) 10petati nooremal eelrooma raua-
ajal rajatud kahetarandilise kivikalme kaevamine ja rekonstrueerimine. Ulevaate
kolmel aastal toimunud valitoodest koos esemelise ning antropoloogilise leiu-
materjali analtusiga leiab lugeja ekspeditsioonijuhataja Valter Langi ja
antropoloog Jonathan Kalmani artiklist. Palmses (3; Kadrina khk., V. Lang)
lopetati kaevamised kangurkalmel, mille keskosas esines ringitaoline konstrukt-
sioon. Kalmesse oli maetud peamiselt poletamata, poletatud luid esines oige
vahe. J. Kalmani madarangu jargi oli kalmesse maetud 5-7 aasta vanuse lapse
pea; osteoloog Liina Maldre arvates voib luude hulgas eristada veel lapse kiiu-
nar- ja reieluu tukikest ja uhte sorme- voi varbaliili. Suurem osa luudest kuulus
loomadele: esindatud olid vihemalt kahe veise ja iihe voi kahe kitse e. lamba
luud. Kalmealuse maapinna tules puhastamise riitusest andsid tunnistust nii
viikesed soetiikikesed kui ka poletatud loomaluukillud tumeda kalmekihi ja
heleda aluspohja kruusa piiril. Leidudena saadi erineva pinnatdotlusega (riibi-
tud, tasandatud ja tekstiilivajutusega) keraamikakilde, mis pirinevad vihemalt
neljast noust ning kuuluvad eelrooma rauaaega. Harjumaal Kata Heinassoos
(4; Kose khk.) uuriti vastavastatud muistse sootee jaanuseid. Eesti muinas-
aegsetest palkteedest seni vanima, radioaktiivse siisiniku meetodil 3.-4. sajandi-
ga dateeritud tee echitusviisist saab detailsemat informatsiooni kaevamiste
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juhataja Ain Lavi ulevaateartiklist. Saaremaal jitkusid t6od Tonija (5; Valjala
khk.) tarandkalmel. Seekord uuriti muistise idapoolset ja arvatavalt vanemat,
mitme hilisema sissekaevega 1ohutud osa. Proovikaevand tehti tarandkalme ja
Tonija-Roosa tee vahelisele alale, kus puhastati vilja kivistruktuurid. Kaevamiste
juhataja Marika Magi arvates voiks iimara pohiplaaniga korrapirast kivilaotist
pidada oletamisi tarandkalmega seotud kultusekoha jiainuseks. Gurly Vedru
jatkas valitoid Harjumaal Kahala jarve umbruskonna asustusloo selgitamiseks
Pudisoo ja Soorinna kiilas (6-7; Kuusalu khk.). Kaevamistega selgitati, et
mesoliitilisel Pudisoo asulakohal puudub kultuurkiht ning Soorinna poOl-
dudekompleks pole muinasaegne. Liinemaal alustati uurimistéid end.
Noarootsi ja Laane-Nigula kihelkonna rannarootslaste kulades, et selgitada selle
piirkonna maakasutuse ajalugu, muutusi thiskonnas ning kultuurikontakte.
Uppsala Ulikooli arheoloogiaeriala doktorant Felicia Markus tegi kaevamisi
Einbis, Kudanis, Paslepas ja Sutlepas (8-11), mida on peetud nii nende
asukoha, suuruse kui ka kohanimeetimoloogia pohjal rannarootsi varasemateks
kuladeks. Esimese aasta uurimisto0 keskendus vanemate kiviaedade ehitusviisi
ja vanuse kindlakstegemisele: Einbis kaevati nelja ja Sutlepas tihte aeda, mis on
fikseeritud 17.ja 19. saj. kaartidel. 1,5 X 3 m suuruste libiloigetega avatud Kivi-
aedade alt saadi neljal juhul sttt, mille C* analtiisid andsid jargmisi vanuse-
madranguid: Einbi I 953+139 BP; Einbi II 1470+59 BP; Einbi III 248+81 BP;
Sutlepa 98+97 BP. Kalibreeritud tulemuste pohjal selgub, et vanimad kiviaiad
ehitati Einbi kiilamaadele 5.-7. sajandil. Viljandis (12) rajati kaks suuremat kae-
vandit suusahuppemaiele ja sellest monikuimmend meetrit kirdesse jadvale
kiunkale. Kui suusahuppemaelt saadud leiud osutavad seal asunud hilis-
muinasaegsele hoonestusele ja muistses vabadusvoitluses katkenud elutege-
vusele, siis naaberkunkale tehtud rajatise iseloom jii veel ebaselgeks. Viljandi
kaevamistest ja voimalikest seletustest materjali interpreteerimisel saab lugeda
Heiki Valgu ilevaateartiklist, kus on juttu ka Pilistvere kirikaias toimunud
padstekaevamistest. Viljandis jatkusid plaanilised uurimist6od veel ordulinnuses
ja keskaegse linnamutri asukoha ning siilivuse selgitamiseks kiimnes viiksemas
kaevandis. Nendest ja Karkna (13; Tartu-Maarja khk.) kloostris toimunud ehi-
tusarheoloogilistest kaevamistest saab ulevaate Andres Tvauri artiklist.
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AVARIIKAEVAMISED

Arheoloogilisi avarii- e. paastekaevamisi tehti eesmargiga vabastada kaitsealune
maa-ala uusehitusteks. 1999. aasta kaevamistest (joon. : B) olid mahukamad t66d
Tallinna (14), Viljandi (15) ja Parnu (16) vanalinna kaitsetsoonis, Polvamaal
Pedidjasaare (17) asulakohal ning Liinemaal Kasekiila (18) fossiilsetel pollu-
jaanustel.

Tallinnas 10petati kaks aastat vildanud kaevamised Sauna t. 10 krundil (kae-
vamiste juhataja Vladimir Sokolovski), kus tuli Iabi uurida u. 600 m* suurune ala.
Kaesolevas kogumikus saab lugeda Krista Sarve artiklit Sauna tanava paastekae-
vamistelt leitud nahkjalatsitest. Jaak Malli juhendamisel lopetati t00d Suur-
Kloostri t. 5 kinnistu selles piirkonnas, kus keskajal paiknesid Pitha Miikaeli
nunnakloostri majandushooned. Mitmeaastane ehitusarheoloogiline uurimistoo
nunnakloostri territooriumil on naidanud, et kloostriga seotud hoonestus tekkis
varasemale asulakihile hiljemalt 13. saj. keskpaigas. 16. sajandile iseloomuliku
leiumaterjali puudumine Suur-Kloostri t. kinnistul ladheb kokku teadetega nun-
nakloostri tegevuse loppemisest enne Liivi soda. Suur-Karja t. 8 kinnistul
toimunud avariikaevamised t0id paevavalgele hasti sadilinud kultuurkihi, mille
varasemast, 12.-13. saj. dateeritud ladestusest puhastati valja vitsaedade
jaanused ja puitraketega kaev. Kaevust voetud C" proov andis puidu kalibreeri-
tud vanuseks aastad 1127-1135 AD ning on sellekohaselt uks vanim puitrakete-
ga kaev Tallinnas. Eraldi vaarib markimist kaevamistelt kogutud rikkalik leiu-
materjal, mis annab stratigraafiliselt hea ulevaate viimase 7-8 sajandi valtel
Tallinnas kasutusel olnud kohalikust ja importkeraamikast. Seoses Roosikrantsi
tinavale ehitatud hotellikompleksi laiendamisega alustati avariikaevamisi Puha
Barbara kalmistu l6unapoolses osas (kaevamiste juhatajad J. Mall ja Guido
Toos), kus puhastati vidlja mitu katkusurnute uhishauda. Kaevamised sellel
kalmistul jatkuvad 2000. aastal. Viljandis toimusid suuremad paiastekaevamised
linnasuidamest ladne poole jaiava Riia varava laheduses. Nende kaevamiste tule-
mustest saab lugeda ekspeditsioonijuhataja Andres Tvauri artiklist. Parnus
juhatas kaevamisi Aldur Vunk komtuurilossi 16unakuljel asunud aias. Leiti 18. saj.
algusest pirit hoonejiinused ning kaks panusteta siangitatud lapsematust. 1999.
aastal labikaevatud kultuurkiht ei olnud varasem 15. sajandi teisest poolest, mis-
tottu kusimus sellest, kus asus varasem komtuuriloss, ootab veel lahendamist.
Pedijasaare asulakoha avariikaevamised (kaevamiste juhataja Mare Aun) olid
seotud Virska piirivalvekordoni ehitustoodega. Kaevamistel todeti, et saare
keskosas on kultuurkiht kuni puutumatu pinnaseni segamini kuintud. Siiski leiti

sealt kolm kiillaltki hiisti sdilinud matust, mis voiksid parineda 18.-19. sajandist.
Saare lidne- ja edelaosast puhastati vilja mitu veidi maasse stivendatud ja kivide-
ga vooderdatud leeaset. Samast voetud soeproovid andsid C' analuisil
vanusemidrangu 1010+£100 ja dendrokorrigeeritult 985+120 aastat, mis langeb
muinasaja 16pujirku. Kasekiilas (Hanila khk.) toimusid avariikaevamised
seoses kruusakaarjiiri laiendamisega maa-alale, kus paiknesid muistsed pollu-
jaanused. Nendest kaevamistest saab lugeda ekspeditsioonijuhataja V. Langi
artiklist. Vohmas (19; Kadrina khk., V. Lang ja M. Ots) alustati pddstekaevamisi
Vohma ja Ilumie kiilade piirialal pollult kokkukorjatud kivide alla mattunud
tarandkalmel. Avati kalme 16hutud osa, millesse jiid kahe tarandi konstrukt-
sioonid. Kalmealusest kihist leiti nOorkeraamika-aegse asula kultuurkiht.
Kaevamised Vohma kalmel jitkuvad 2000. aastal. Avariikaevamisi Setumaal
Obinitsa (20) kdibaskalmistu Iounaservas osaliselt Idhutud uimarkaapal juhatas
Mare Aun, kelle artiklist saab tipsemat informatsiooni seal toimunud uurimis-
toost. Seoses Tallinn-Tartu maantee ehitustoodega toimusid avariikaevamised
Patika (21; Juri khk.) viikeselohulise kultusekivi kaitsetsoonis. J. Malli juhen-
damisel puhastati kultusekivi juures vilja ovaalne kivilade, mille liabikaevamisel
saadi markimisvidirses koguses siledapinnalist ja riibitud keraamikat.
Kiisimusele, kas kivilade oli kultusekivi suhtes primaarne voi sekundaarne, vas-
tust ei saadud. Avariikaevamistel Pilistveres (30; Pilistvere khk.) soeluti kirik-
aias libi kaablikraavist viljatostetud pinnas, millest saadud leiud parinevad
peamiselt 17.-18. sajandist.

JARELEVALVETOOD JA PROOVIKAEVAMISED

1999. aastal toimunud jarelevalvetood (joon. : C) olid enamasti seotud vee-,
kanalisatsiooni- ja kommunikatsioonitrasside paigaldamisega kaitsealusele terri-
tooriumile. Nende toode eesmirk oli kultuurkihi olemasolu ja/voi siilivuse
kontrollimine, profiilide moodistamine, ladestunud kihtide fikseerimine ning
leiumaterjali sustematiseerimine. Arheoloogiliste proovikaevamistega anti
eksperthinnang ehitustoode alustamiseks vajaliku loa saamiseks voi uurimis-
teemadega seotud kaevamiste planeerimiseks arheoloogiliselt huvipakkuvates
piirkondades. Tallinna (22) varasema ajaloo seisukohalt oli oluline jireleval-
vetoo, mida tehti seoses kommunikatsioonitrasside uuendamisega all-linna tana-
vatel uhtekokku 1,3 km pikkusel 16igul. Nende kaevamiste tulemustest, s.h.
12.-13.saj. dateeritud matuste avastamisest Niguliste tinaval, saab lugeda Peeter
Talvari ulevaateartiklist. Lai t. 7 kinnistul toimunud proovikaevamistel tegi J. Mill
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kindlaks, et selle kinnistu territooriumil on kultuurkiht siilinud praktiliselt puu-
tumatuna. Katariina kidiku paigaldatud vee- ja kanalisatsioonitrassides ei olnud
algset pinnastratigraafiat siilinud. Samas saadi uurida Pitha Katariina munga-
kloostri kiriku kellatorni ehitust. Selgus, et kirik ja kellatorn on rajatud thisele
kuivmuuritise vundamendile iihe ja sama ehitusetapina. Tartus (23) saadi huvi-
tavat materjali jarelevalvetoodelt, mis toimusid Toomemael keskaegse piiskopi-
lossi ja eeslinnuse piirkonnas. Tihetorni lidnekiiljel tuli kaevandis nahtavale
mutirijupp, mis parineb arvatavalt piiskopilossist. Ulikooli Vana Anatoomikumi
esiselt leiti eeslinnuse vilismuliri alaosa. Ulevaateartikli nendest ning piki
Vallikraavi tanava Emajoepoolset osa toimunud kaevamistest kirjutas kaesole-
vale kogumikule Andres Tvauri. Toomemaie serval, Kuradisilla korval, toimusid
vaiksemad jarelevalvetood seoses uue trepi ehitusega 17.saj.10pul rajatud muld-
kindlustusele (kaevamiste juhataja H. Valk). Selgus, et bastioni muldkeha
kokkukuhjamiseks toimusid ulatuslikud mullatood, mille kidigus eemaldati
Toomelt kultuurkiht. Muinas- ja varakeskaegse kultuurkihi olemasolu muldkeha
all Kuradisilla piirkonnas lubab oletada, et ka mujal bastionide all voib olla sai-
linud varasemat kultuurkihti. Viljandi (24) vanalinnas juhatas jirelevalvetoid
viieteistkumne kanalisatsioonikaevu vahetamisel K. Sarv. Kuna tegemist oli vanal
trassil toimunud kaevetoodega, pakkusid arheoloogidele taiendavat informat-
siooni vaid kuus kaevu. Neist tihe profiilis paljandus tellistest ja raudkividest
konstruktsiooniga kerisahi, mille tipsem dateering jai lahtiseks. Kaevamistelt
kogutud leiumaterjal koosnes peamiselt keraamikakildudest ja ajaliselt parineb
see mitte varasemast ajast kui 13. saj. Johvi (25; Johvi khk.) kiriku kooriruumi
alustes keldrites toimunud jiarelevalvetood Villu Kadaka juhendamisel niitasid,
et kirik on rajatud varasemale kalmistule. Samuti selgus, et Johvi kiriku keldri-
ruumid ei ole valminud tihe ehitusjirguna, vaid kujunenud mitme tmber- ja
juurdeehituse jooksul. Siiani pole leitud seletust keldrikompleksi funktsioonile,
kuna miski ei osuta selle kasutamisele kabelina ega kindlusena. Poides (26)
toimunud uurimistéode eesmirk oli Iopule viia mullat6od kiriku pohjakiiljel.
J. Milli ja V. Kadaka juhendamisel fikseeriti kraaviprofiilis 34 erinevat ladestust
ning kiriku erinevad ehitusfaasid selle rajamisest kuni tanapievani. Setumaal
tegi proovikaevamisi M. Aun Harma (27) II asulakohal ja K6oru (28) linnamaiel
eesmirgiga leida jilgi I at teise poole asustusest. Hirma asulakohal saadi kul-
tuurkihi alaosast sttt, mille C'* analiitis andis proovi vanuseks 475+60 aastat ja
osutus arvatust mirksa hilisemaks. Kooru linnamae kirdeotsalt saadud vihene
siisi oli liialt napp laboratoorseks analiitisiks. Kolga (29; Kuusalu khk.) moisa-
siidames tegi prooviauke seal tegutsenud Ojamaa Roma tiitarkloostri asukoha
méiiramiseks Urve Russow. Kuna oodatud tulemusi pole veel saadud, tuleb
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proovikaevamisi Kolgas jitkata jirgmisel aastal. Haapsalus (31) toimunud jare-
levalvetoodel fikseeriti kultuurkihi stratigraafia vanalinna kaitsetsooni kaevatud
kommunikatsioonitrassides Kaido Sipelga juhendamisel.

MAASTIKUINSPEKTSIOONID

Muinsuskaitseinspektsiooni, Tartu Ulikooli Arheoloogia Kabineti, Ajaloo
Instituudi ja Eesti Ajaloomuuseumi 1999. aastal korraldatud maastikuinspekt-
sioonidel avastati ja esitati kaitse alla votmiseks 50 asulakohta, 19 kivikalmet, 14
maa-alust kalmistut, 12 keraamika leiukohta, 2 fossiilsete poldude jaanust, 2 raua-
sulatuskohta, uiks linnus, kddbas, kultusekivi, ptiinisaukude stisteem, pelgupaik,
vana kirikuase, ohvriallikas, sadamakoht, ja sootee. Loendi ja levikukaardi avas-
tatud muististe kohta (vt. lk. 123) koostasid Marge Konsa, Heiki Valk, Andres
Vindi, Mati Mandel ja Ulle Tamla. Lisaks sellele toimus mitmeid arheoloogide vil-
jasoite muinas- ja keskaegsete juhuleidude leiuolude ja dateeringute tipsus-
tamiseks. Eraldi vairib markimist arheoloogide ja numismaatikute viljasoit
Saaremaale Torise kulla (Kaarma khk.), kus stigisel leiti muintidest ja ehetest
koosnev suurem aardeleid. Saaremaa Muuseumisse joudis sellest 2845 ver-
mingut, uks rinnaleht, kaelavoru otsaplaat ja paar spiraali. Numismaatik Mauri
Kiudsoo mairangu jargi on Torise aardes sisalduv noorim mint 1621. a. Riias
munditud killing ning vanem verming Riia peapiiskopkonna Killing 1479. voi
1484. aastast. 1999. aasta tihelepanuviirsematest inspektsioonileidudest voib
lugeda kolmest artiklist: Marika Migi kirjutas Saaremaa Viltina (P6ide khk.)
sadamakoha ja viikingiaegse esemetekogu, arvatava kenotaafi avastamisest; Arne
Kivistik ja Ulle Tamla uutest muististest, s.h. rikkaliku leiumaterjaliga hilis-vii-
kingiaegsest matusekohast Harmis (Kose khk.) ning Juri Peets unikaalsest teks-
tiilileiust Tallinnas Pithavaimu kirikuuksel. Uhtekokku sisaldab kiesolev kogu-
mik 13 tlevaateartiklit, millest 12 kajastavad 1999.a. vilitoid ja tiks (autor Riinno

Vissak) Tartu Toomemaie kagujalamil 1994-1998 toimunud mahukate avariikae-
vamiste kokkuvotet.

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RESULTS OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL FIELDWORK OF 1999

In 1999, the Board of Antiquities and the Tallinn Council for Heritage Protection
gave 64 permits for research excavations (Fig. : A), rescue excavations (Fig. : B),
monitoring projects (Fig. : C) and underwater wreck mapping. In the course of
archaeological survey trips in different parts of Estonia 109 new sites were dis-
covered and reports of discovery were verified.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH EXCAVATIONS

Archaeological research excavations were carried out on sixteen sites. In Ruhnu
(Fig.: No. 1) two excavations were made at Stone Age settlement sites, and trial
pits were dug to investigate the traces of early settlement on the island. In this
volume, the director of the excavations Aivar Kriiska, and the assistant Ulla Saluaar
summarize the results of the investigations in Ruhnu and the hypothesis about
the origin of the earliest settlers of the island. In Uuskiila, Western Virumaa
(2; Kadrina parish) the excavations and the reconstruction of the two-tarand
grave, erected in the Late Pre-Roman Iron Age, were completed.The review of the
archaeological fieldwork of three years, together with the analysis of the finds and
the anthropological material, appears in the article by the head of the project
Valter Lang and the anthropologist Jonathan Kalman. In Palmse (3; Kadrina
parish, V. Lang) the excavation of the stone grave, with a circular construction in
the middle, was completed.As evidence for a cleaning rite for the ground beneath
the grave, small pieces of charcoal and burnt animal bones were found. A child of
5-7 years was buried in the grave. On the basis of pottery finds the grave was
dated to the Pre-Roman Iron Age. In Kata Heinassoo (4; Kose parish) the remains
of an ancient trackway, discovered in 1999, were investigated.The review by Ain
Lavi, the director of the excavations, provides information about the construction
of the oldest known trackway in Estonia, dated by the C' method to the Roman
Iron Age. On Saaremaa, the work was resumed on the tarand-grave of Tonija (5;
Valjala parish). This year the presumably earlier, eastern part of the grave was
investigated. This part had been damaged by several later interments. A trial pit
was dug between the tarand-grave and the Tonija-Roosa road, where a stone struc-
tures came to light. The director of the excavations, Marika Migi, presumes that
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this orderly round stone pavement might be the remains of a cult site connected
with the tarand-grave. Gurly Vedru resumed the fieldwork aimed at investigating
the settlement history in the vicinity of Lake Kahala, Harjumaa, in the villages of
Pudisoo and Soorinna (6-7; Kuusalu parish). The excavations established that
the Mesolithic settlement site of Pudisoo has disturbed cultural layer, and the field
complex of Soorinna is not prehistoric. In West Estonia, investigations began in
the Estonian Swedish villages in the Noarootsi and Liine-Nigula parishes, to study
the history of land use in this region, as well as the social changes and cultural
contacts. The archaeologist from the Uppsala University, Felicia Markus excavat-
ed in the villages of Einbi, Kudani, Paslepa and Sutlepa (8-11), which have
been considered the oldest Swedish villages in Estonia on the basis of their loca-
tion, size and place name etymology. The investigations of the first year concen-
trated on the problems of the age and construction of the oldest stone fences.
Four fences were excavated in Einbi and one in Sutlepa, all marked on the maps
of the 17" and the 19" centuries.The cross-sections of the excavated fences mea-
sured 1.5 X 3 m. In four cases charcoal was found under the fences with the fol-
lowing results for the C'* analyses: Einbi I 953+139 BP; Einbi II 1470+59 BP; Einbi
III 248+81 BP; Sutlepa 98+97 BP. The calibrated results indicate that the oldest
fences investigated hitherto were erected in Einbi village in the 5"-7" centuries.
In Viljandi (12) two bigger excavations were made at the ski jump hill and on
the hill some twenty or thirty metres to the NE of it. While the finds from the ski
jumping hill indicate the late prehistoric buildings and habitation discontinued in
the period of the ancient fight for independence, the purpose of the construction
on the neighbouring hill remained unclear. The course of the excavations and the
possible interpretations of the material are discussed in the review by the direc-
tor of the excavations Heiki Valk. In Viljandi the planned research was resumed
also at the Castle of the Livonian Order, and also on the medieval town wall to
determine its location and state of preservation.These as well as the construction-
archaeological excavations in the Kiarkna monastery (13; Tartu-Maarja parish)
are discussed in the article by Andres Tvauri.

RESCUE EXCAVATIONS

Archaeological rescue excavations (Fig.: B) were carried out with the aim to
release the protected areas for construction activities. In 1999 extensive rescue
excavations took place in the protected zones of the old parts of Tallinn (14),
Viljandi (15) and Parnu (16), as well as the settlement site of Ped4jisaare,
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Polvamaa (17) and the fossil fields of Kasekiila, Liinemaa (18). In Tallinn the
excavations at the site Sauna Street 10 (the director of the excavations Vladimir
Sokolovski) were completed. The work had lasted there for two seasons, the
investigated area covering 600 sq. m. Since all the material from the excavations
at Sauna Street is not yet ready for a report, this collection contains only the arti-
cle by Krista Sarv about leather footwear found there. Jaak Mill directed the res-
cue excavations in the southern part of St. Barbara’s cemetery, and at the site
Suur-Kloostri Street 5, where St. Michael’s nunnery stood in the Middle Ages.
Here the oldest deposits dated from the mid-13™ and the 14™ centuries, and are
connected with the outbuildings of the nunnery.The two thimbles of the 14"-15"
centuries may possibly come from a workshop in the neighbourhood of the
investigated area.The absence of the finds typical of the 16" century is consistent
with the termination of the activities of the nunnery before the Livonian War. In
Viljandi, extensive rescue excavations took place near the Riia Gate, west of the
town centre.The results of these excavations appear in the article by the head of
the expedition, A. Tvauri. In Parnu, Aldur Vunk conducted the excavations in the
garden on the South side of the Commander’s Castle. The remains of a building
dating from the early 18" century, and two children’s burials without grave goods
were discovered.The cultural layer excavated in 1999 was not earlier than the 2™
half of the 15" century.The rescue excavations of the settlement site of Pedaja-
saare (the director of the excavations M. Aun) were connected with the con-
struction of the frontier guard station of Varska.The excavations established that
in the central part of the island the cultural layer was disturbed by ploughing
down to the original soil. Still, three well preserved burials were discovered there,
probably dating from the 18"-19" centuries. In the western and southwestern
part of the island, several hearths were discovered, made of stones and slightly
sunk into the ground.The charcoal samples gathered there gave the C' dating
1010+£100, with dendro-correction 985+120 years, i.e. the final phase of the pre-
historic period. Among the finds, numerous fragments of wheel pottery and many
netsinkers of clay and limestone should be mentioned. In Kasekiila (Hanila
parish) rescue excavations were carried out in connection with the need to
extend the gravel quarry to the area with remains of protected fossil fields. The
results of these excavations are presented in the article written by the head of the
expedition V. Lang. In Vohma (19; Kadrina parish,V.Lang and M. Ots) rescue exca-
vations were started on a tarand-grave, between Vohma and Ilumie villages, that
was covered with stones in the course of field clearance. The disturbed part of
the grave, with the constructions of two tarands, was disclosed. Under the grave
a cultural layer of a settlement site of the period of corded ware was discovered.

The excavations of the Vohma grave will be resumed in 2000. The rescue exca-
vations of a partly destroyed round barrow in the southern part of the Obinitsa
barrow cemetery, Setumaa (20), were conducted by Mare Aun, whose article con-
tains more detailed information about the investigations. In connection with the
construction of Tallinn-Tartu highway, rescue excavations took place in the pro-
tection zone of the cup-marked stone of Patika (21;Jiiri parish). Under the super-
vision of Jaak Mill, an oval-shaped stone pavement was disclosed near the cult
stone, the excavation of which brought to light a remarkable amount of smoothed
and striated pottery. The question whether the pavement was primary or sec-
ondary in regard to the stone pavement remained unanswered.

TRIAL EXCAVATIONS AND MONITORING PROJECTS

The trial excavations and monitoring projects of 1999 (Fig. : C) were mostly con-
nected with laying of sewerage and communication lines in protected zones.The
aim of the investigations was to determine the presence and/or degree of preser-
vation of the cultural layer, survey the profiles, establish the location of the
deposits and systematise the finds. With trial excavations, expert opinion was
obtained for the permission to start the construction, or for planning research
excavations in archaeologically significant areas. For the research of the early his-
tory of Tallinn (22), the monitoring projects in connection with the reconstruc-
tion of communication lines in the Downtown streets, with a total length of 1.3
km, were essential. The results of these excavations, including the discovery of the
12"-13" century burials in Niguliste Street, are presented in the review by Peeter
Talvar. During the trial excavations at the site Lai Street 7, J. Mill established that
on this site the cultural layer is preserved practically undamaged. In the water and
sewage tracks in Katariina kaik (St. Catherine’s Way) the original soil stratigra-
phy was not preserved. At the same site the construction of the belfry of the
church of St. Catherine’s monastery was investigated (the director of the excava-
tions J. Mall). It appeared that the church and the belfry were erected on the com-
mon foundation of a mortarless wall during the same construction phase. In
Tartu (23), interesting material was obtained during the supervision projects in
the territory of the medieval bishop’s castle and the bailey. On the western side
of the observatory, a section of a wall probably belonging to the bishop’s castle
came to light in the excavation. In front of the Old Anatomical Theatre the lower
part of the outer wall of the bailey was discovered.The review of these, and the
excavations on the river side of Vallikraavi Street is written by Andres Tvauri. At
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the side of Toomemigi, near the Kuradisild (Devil’s Bridge), small-scale monitor-
ing project took place in connection with the construction of a new staircase to
the bastion built at the end of the 17" century (the director of the excavations H.
Valk). It appeared that extensive earthwork had been carried out to build the bas-
tion, in the course of which the cultural layer was removed from Toomemagi.The
occurrence of the cultural layer of the prehistoric period and Early Middle Ages
under the body of the bastion near Kuradisild suggests that the earlier cultural
layer may also be preserved elsewhere under the bastions. In the old part of
Viljandi (24) the supervision of the reconstruction of the sewerage tracks was
carried out by K. Sarv. Since the investigations were carried out on already exist-
ing tracks, only six pits yielded additional information. In the profile of one of
them, a keris-stove of bricks and granite stone came to light. The finds consisted
mostly of pottery fragments dating from the 13" century and later. The monitor-
ing project in the cellars under the choir of the Johvi church, carried out by Villu
Kadakas, established that the church was built on a former cemetery. It appeared
also that the cellars of the church were not built during the same construction
phase, but constructed in the course of several reconstruction and extensions.
The purpose of this cellar complex is not clear yet, since nothing indicates their
use as a chapel or a stronghold. In Poéide (26) the aim of the work was to com-
plete the earthwork on the northern side of the church. Under the supervision of
J. Mill and V. Kadakas 34 different deposits and the construction phases of the
church, from the erection to the present day, were mapped in profile. In Setumaa,
M. Aun carried out trial excavations on the settlement site of Harma II (27) and
the KOooru hill-fort (28), with the aim of discovering the traces of settlement of
the 2™ half of the I millennium.At the Harma settlement site, analysis of the char-
coal gathered from the lower part of the cultural layer gave the result 475+60
years for the age which was considerably later than presumed.The charcoal finds
from the NE end of the Kooru hill-fort were not sufficient for analyses. In Kolga
(29; Kuusalu parish), Urve Russow made numerous trial pits to determine the
location of the filial monastery of Roma, Gotland. Since the expected results were
not achieved, the trial excavations will be resumed next year. In Haapsalu (31),
a cultural layer was evaluated by Kaido Sipelgas in the sewage tracks in the old
town. The Medieval cultural layer was observable only under the joints of the
pipelines.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL SURVEYS

During the archaeological survey trips organised by the Board of Antiquities, the
Chair of Archaeology of the Tartu University, the Institute of History and the
Estonian History Museum 50 settlement sites, 19 stone graves, 14 flat graves, 12
sites with pottery, a hillfort, a barrow, a cult stone, 2 remains of fossil fields, har-
bour site, 2 iron-smelting sites, an old church site, a trackway, a sacrificial spring,
a system of trap pits and a refuge were discovered.The list and the map of the dis-
covered sites (see p. 123) are compiled by Marge Konsa, Heiki Valk, Andres Vindi,
Mati Mandel and Ulle Tamla. In addition, sites of discovery of surface finds were
verified and mapped. Special mention should be made about the trip of archae-
ologists and numismatists to the village Torise (Pdide parish), where a large hoard
of coins and ornaments was discovered in autumn. 2845 coins - mostly from Riga
- one sheet pendant, a fragment of a neck-ring and a couple of bronze spirals
from the hoard were aquired by the Saaremaa Museum. The earliest coin of the
hoard dates from 1479 or 1484 and the latest from 1621.The most remarkable dis-
coveries from the survey trips are presented in the articles by Marika Migi (about
the discovery of the harbour site and the weapons find of Viltina, Kaarma parish),
Arne Kivistik and Ulle Tamla (about the Late Viking Age burial found from Harmi,
Kose parish) and Jiri Peets (about the unique textile find from the door of the
Plihavaimu Church in Tallinn).

The present issue includes 13 reviews of the results of the archaeological field-

work of 1999 and one article (by Riinno Vissak) about results of extensive rescue
excavations at the SE foot of Toomemagi in Tartu in 1997-1998.
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
