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ADDITIONS TO THE NUMISMATIC COLLECTIONS IN 2002

In 2002 the numismatic collections of the Institute of History were supplement­
ed by 279 coins. Considering the scantiness of numismatic finds in recent years, 
this fact is really remarkable. The majority of these additions, 249 coins and four 
jetons, were found from the church of Jõelähtme. The archaeologist of Agu EMS 
Ltd. Jaak Mäll, carrying out archaeological monitoring there in June 2002 found 
113 coins and 1 jeton (AI 6560).The rest of the coins were brought to the numis­
matic collections of the Institute of History by Toomas Mägi (Mägi 2002).The ear­
liest coins found from Jõelähtme were minted in the 2nd half of the 14th century 
and the latest dates from 1866.The list of the coins from Jõelähtme in Appendix 
was compiled on the chronological principle and the coins were systemised by 
states, not by mints, which shows more clearly the continuous custom of sacri­
ficing of coins and/or depositing them in graves.

The coins found from the old church of Ruhnu in July 2002, when the wooden 
floor boards were replaced by new ones, are most likely also connected with sac­
rificial customs.1 Since they were mostly heavily oxidised and their conservation 
is not finished yet, we cannot presently have their final identifications. The pre­
liminary study revealed that the earliest of them were struck already in 1570s, the 
latest in the 20th century.

One late medieval coin (Al 6569) was found in the church of Kuusalu in October 
2002. It came to light in the heavily disturbed upper layer in the salvage excava­
tion dug in the northern aisle and in the outer corner of the vestry.2 The coin was 
a Scherf struck in Tallinn during the reign of Plettenberg, the Master of the 
Livonian Order, most likely after 1515.

The 24 coins from Setumaa were acquired by the Institute of History in 2002 
through the mediation of Mare Piho, the researcher in the Estonian National 
Museum (Teated, Lobodka). 17 of them, silver kopeks struck during the reign of 
Peter I, belong to the hoard of Budovitchi (AI 6545), which was deposited at the 
beginning of the Northern War (1700-1721). Twelve coins of this hoard (AI 
5000/50), discovered in a marshy meadow of the Budovitchi village, Kaida parish, 
the Estonian Learned Society had already acquired earlier (ÕES märkmed, No 
252).
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Seven of the coins brought by M. Piho (AI 6546) have been minted during the 
reign of Ivan IV (1533-1584) and Vassili Ivanovitch (1606-1610). According to 
the deliverer of the coins they were lodged in a kibot (wooden box for icons) of 
a house in the village of Lebeda, Petseri parish.3 Later they were for some time in 
the Pskov Museum to be cleaned and identified.The author of the present paper 
suggests that the silver kopeks could originally have belonged to the Umkovitsa 
hoard (tpq 1606) discovered near Lebeda.

In 2002 the Institute of History acquired, with the aid of Ivar Leimus, also an 
Arabian silver coin4 from a private collection. It belonged to the Viking Age hoard 
of Olustvere (tpq 1080), which was discovered in 1978 and 1979 and brought to 
the Institute of History. Before the acquisition of the mentioned coin, the hoard 
contained 729 coins (AI 5005; Molvõgin 1994, No 54) together with ornaments.

• Here it should be mentioned that the find of Lebeda is not exceptional in Setumaa by its find 

context. Accoiding to the archaeologist of the Institute of History Mare Aun some coins from 
Kuznechiha hoard were also lodged in a kibot for some time (Aun 2002, 5). The hoard of 
Kuznechiha was deposited approximately in mid-1530s (see Гайдуков 1986, 52-53).

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NUMISMAATILISE KOLLEKTSIOONI TÄIENEMISEST 2002. AASTAL

2002. aastal täienes Ajaloo Instituudi mündikogu 279 verminguga. Lisandunud vermingute põhiosa 
moodustavad Jõelähtme kirikust avastatud 249 münti ja neli arvestuspenni. Seal, 2002. aasta juunis 
arheoloogilist järelevalvet teinud OÜ Agu EMS (kaevamiste juhataja Jaak Mäll) leidis 113 münti ning 
ühe arvestuspenni (AI 6560). Teise osa samast kirikust pärit rahadest (AI 6561) andis AI mündi- 
kogule üle 2002. aasta augustis Toomas Mägi. Vanimad Jõelähtmest leitud mündid on löödud 14. 
sajandi teisel poolel ning hilisem 1866. aastal. Lisas esitatud Jõelähtme müntide nimistu on koost­
atud kronoloogilise põhimõtte järgi ja nü et rahad on süstematiseeritud riiklike institutsioonide, 
mitte müntlate põhjal, mis osutab kõige selgemini rahade järjepidevale ohverdamisele ja/või nende 
kasutamisele hauapanusena.

Kõige tõenäolisemalt on ohverdamiskombestikuga seotud ka 2002. aasta juulis Ruhnu puukiriku 
põrandalaudade vahetamise ajal leitud rahad. Ruhnu kirikust leitud rahad on hetkel kiriku valduses. 
Kuna nende, enamasti tugevasti oksüdeerunud müntide konserveerimine on pooleli, pole siinjuures 
võimalik esitada lõplikke rahade määranguid. Esialgne uurimine näitas, et varasemad Ruhnu mündid 
on löödud juba 1570. aastatel ja hilisemad 20. sajandil.

Üks hiliskeskaegne münt (AI 6569) leiti 2002. aasta oktoobris Kuusalu kiriku põhjapoolse külglöövi 
ja käärkambri välisnurka tehtud päästekaevandi ülemisest, tugevasti segatud kihist. Selle raha näol 
on tegemist Tallinnas Liivi ordumeister Plettenbergi valitsemisajal, tõenäoliselt peale 1515. aastat löö­
dud šerfiga.

Setumaalt saadud 24 münti omandas Ajaloo Instituut 2002. aastal Eesti Rahva Muuseumi teaduri Mare 
Piho vahendusel (Teated, Lobodka). Neist seitseteist, Peeter I valitsemisajal löödud traatkopikad, kuu­
luvad Põhjasõja (1700-1721) alguses peidetud Budovitši aardeleidu (AI 6545). Sellest, 1939. aastal 
Kalda valla Budovitši küla soiselt heinamaalt kupitsa kaevamisel leitud kompleksist omandas 
Õpetatud Eesti Selts juba varem kaksteist vemingut (AI 5000/50; ÕES märkmed, nr. 252).

Seitse M. Piho käest saadud münti (AI 6546) on vermitud Ivan IV (1533-1584) ning Vassili Ivanovi- 
tši (1606-1610) valitsemisajal. Müntide üleandja teatel hoiti rahasid Petseri valla Lebeda küla ühe 
maja kibot (puust ikoonihoidja kastis), hiljem olid need mõnda aega Pihkva Muuseumis puhas­
tamisel ning määramisel. Siinjuures olgu mainitud, et Lebeda leid pole Setumaal oma leiukonteksti 
poolest erandlik. AI arheoloog Mare Auna teatel säüitati kibotis mõnda aega ka Kuznetšiha mündi- 
aardesse kuulunud verminguid. Kuznetšiha aare on peidetud u. 1530. aastate keskpaigas. Käesoleva 
artikli autori arvates ei saa välistada võimalust, et traatkopikad võisid algselt kuuluda Lebeda lähedalt 
avastatud Umkovitsa aarde (tpq 1606) koosseisu.

2002. aastal omandas Ajaloo Instituut Ivar Leimuse kaasabil ka ühe araabia hõbemündi (Abbasiidid, 
al-Muqtadir-billah, Nisibln, dirhem, 311. Mündi määras I. Leimus). See, eravalduses olnud verming 
pärineb 1978. ja 1979. aastal avastatud ja Ajaloo Instituuti jõudnud Olustvere viikingiaegsest 
aardeleiust (tpq 1080), kus lisaks ehetele oli enne mainitud araabia mündi laekumist 729 vermingut 
(AI 5005; Molvõgin 1994, nr. 54).
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
