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2003. AASTA ARHEOLOOGILISTE VALITOODE TULEMUSI

Muinsuskaitseamet ja Tallinna Kultuurivairtuste Amet andsid 2003. aastal valja 80
luba (vt. tabel) uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisteks kaevamisteks (joon. 1:
A), paaste- e. avariikaevamisteks (joon. 1: B) ja jarelevalvetoodeks (joon. 1: C).
Lisaks nimetatule viljastati uurimistooga tegelevatele arheoloogidele lube
maastikuinspektsioonideks, kus vilitoode eesmark oli uute muististe avastamine.
2003. aastal selgitati vilja 83 uut arheoloogiamailestist, neist enamik Eesti 10u-
naosas. Erakorralised arheoloogilised valitood voeti ette juhul, kui Muinsuskait-
seametisse, muuseumidesse vOi teadusasutustesse laeckus teade juhuslikult pae-
vavalgele tulnud kultuurivaiartusega muinasleiust. Selliste viljasoitude eesmark oli
mitte ainult leitud eseme ulevaatamine ja dateerimine, vaid ka leiukoha pohjalik
inspekteerimine ning vajaduse korral prooviaukude kaevamine kultuurkihi fik-
seerimiseks. 2003. aastal tegid arheoloogid ja Muinsuskaitseameti tootajad juhulei-
dude avastamisega seotud viljasoite paarikiimne teate alusel.

UURIMISTEEMADEGA SEOTUD ARHEOLOOGILISED KAEVAMISED

Eesti ala koige varasema asustuse uurimisega tegelesid mitmed ekspeditsioonid.
Tartu Ulikooli ja Pirnu Muuseumi uurimisrithmad jitkasid toid Reiu joe suud-
mealal Sindi-Lodja I ja III asulakohas (nr. 1 ja 2). Isedranis tulemuslikuks osu-
tusid uuringud Sindi-Lodja III asulakohas, kus kaevamistega jouti u. 6000 aasta
vanusele kultuurkihile. Selle kihi leiurikkus, esemete mitmekesisus ja elupaiga
suurus toetavad moni aeg tagasi ekspeditsioonijuhataja Aivar Kriiska tOstatatud
hiipoteesi, et keskneoliitikumis on elatud aastaringselt kasutuses olnud kiulades.
Elutegevuse jatkumisele samas kohas ka hilisneoliitikumis osutab kultuurkihist lei-
tud noorkeraamika ja Parnu joe kaldalt juhuleiuna saadud tulekivist pistoda katke.

Tartu Ulikooli uwurimisrithm jitkas kiviaegse asula ja matmiskoha kaevamist
Vortsjarve lahedal paiknevas Kivisaares (nr. 3). Sellest, kuidas vilitood Kivisaares
kulgesid ja millistele jireldustele jouti, saab lugeda A. Kriiska, R. Allmie, M.
Lohmuse ja K. Johansoni koostatud artiklist. Lisaks pohjalikule leiuainese
analuusile sisaldab see asula 2002. aasta kaevamistel avastatud matuste
antropoloogilisi maaranguid koos arvamusega, et osa matuste puhul voiks kdone
alla tulla nende mesoliitiline voi varaneoliitiline paritolu.
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Tartu tlikooli arheoloogia dppetool korraldab juba mitmendat hooaega asus-
tusarheoloogilisi uurimistdid Keavas. Seekord jitkati kaevamisi Keava I ja II lin-
nusel (Vonnumiel) ning Linnaaluste II asulakohas (nr. 4-6). Keava ekspedit-
siooni toodest kahe eriaegse linnuse ja asula uurimisel ning Keava I linnuse loo-
dekiiljel proovikaevamisega avastatud Eestis ainulaadsest neoliitilisest kasetohu-
sillutise jaanusest saab lugeda artiklist, mille autoriteringi kuuluvad lisaks ekspe-
ditsioonijuhatajatele (V. Lang, M. Konsa, A. Tvauri) veel Keavas arheoloogilise vili-
to0 praktika sooritanud arheoloogiaeriala magistrandid ning uliopilased (H. Kald-
re, M. Laneman, H. Vaab ja P. Latti).

Tartu ulikooli arheoloogia oppetooli ja arheoloogiakabineti korraldatud tihiseks-
peditsioon tegi uurimisteemadega seotud kaevamisi Viljandi Lossimagedes ja
Setumaal Siksalds. Viljandis rajati kaks kaevandit Musumaiele (nr. 54), kus
varasemad proovikaevamised olid andnud tunnistust kultuurkihi olemasolust.
Koha ulatuslikumal uurimisel ilmnes, et jirsunolvalise Musumie lagi koosneb
enam kui 3 m paksuselt kokku kuhjatud teisaldatud pinnasest. Sellest, miks ja mil-
lal sedavord palju mulda kiinkale tassiti ning millel pohineb arvamus korge kiinka
kasutamisest kiviheitemasina alusplatvormina, saab tipsemalt lugeda R. Rammo,
H.Valgu ja M. Veldi uhisartiklist.

2003. aasta uurimistoid Siksdlas (nr. 7) voib pidada 1980.-90. aastatel Kalmoto-
mael toimunud 11.-15. saj. kalmistu kaevamiste jatkuks. Seekord taheti saada sel-
gust kusimusse, kas Kalmotomael olnud kiilakalmistu, kuhu matmine lopetati 15.
sajandi kolmandal veerandil, kandus iile Kirikumadele ja kas parimus hdvinud
puukirikust vastab toele. Sellest, milliseks kujunesid Siksidla kaevamiste tulemused
ja kuidas onnestus lokaliseerida suulistes parimustes kajastuv kabelikoht, voib
lugeda ekspeditsioonijuhataja Heiki Valgu kirjutatud artiklist. Samas artiklis on
juttu veel proovikaevamistest Kalmotomaest 2 km pohja pool paikneval Kougu-
mael (nr. 8), mida varem peeti 13. sajandi lopul voi 14. sajandi algupoolel rajama
hakatud, kuid enne valmimist maha polenud vaikelinnuseks. Lisaks nimetatule
antakse iilevaade jirelevalvetoodest Podmotsa (nr. 9) kiilakalmistul, kus tosteti
pusti viltuvajunud keskaegne Kivirist.

Eesti saarte varasema ajaloo uurimist jatkasid ekspeditsioonid Saaremaal ja
Kihnus. Ajaloo Instituudi uurimisrithm lopetas mitu aastat valdanud kaevamised
Louna-Saaremaal Lepnas (nr. 10), rahvasuus Katkuauguna tuntud kalmel. 5.-7.
sajandisse dateeritud matmiskoha erilaadsest konstruktsioonist ja rikkalikust, sh.
hobeehteid sisaldavast leiumaterjalist annab tlevaate Marika Magi. Samast artiklist
leiab lugeja iilevaate ka Katkuaugu liheduses paiknevas Paemdisas (nr. 11)
tehtud proovikaevamistest, kus otsiti kinnitust oletusele, et Maadevahe joe

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kunagises kdarus paikneb rahvasterinnuaegne sadamakoht. Kihnus keskendus
Tartu Ulikooli arheoloogia Oppetooli uurimisrithm 1997. aastal avastatud
Moisakiila (nr. 12) asulakoha kultuurkihi ulatuse ja iseloomu uurimisele.
Probleemi lahendamiseks rajati kaks kaevandit ja mitmeid prooviauke. Sellest, mil-
liseks kujunesid Kihnu ekspeditsiooni t66 tulemused, saab tipsemalt lugeda A.
Kriiska ja M. Lohmuse koostatud artiklist.

Pohja-Eesti rannikuala asustuslugu kisitleva uurimisteemaga olid seotud Ajaloo
Instituudi kahe ekspeditsiooni vilitood. Kiesolevas kogumikus esitab G. Vedru
artikli pollutdoodega 16hutud 11.-13. sajandist pirit Kodasoo maa-aluse kalmis-
tu (nr. 13) ning viikingiajal alguse saanud Lagedi asulakoha direala kaevamistest
(nr. 14). Paistekaevamised Lagedil vOeti ette seetottu, et lihiajal plaanitakse ehita-
da sinna elamuid.Teise uurimisrithma juht Ain Lavi tutvustab oma artiklis Lehmja
asulakoha (nr. 15) kaevamiste tulemusi, kus seekord keskenduti 15.-16.saj. hoo-
neaseme, koige toenaolisemalt omaaegse suitsutoa uurimisele ning Lehmja kula
erinevate asustusetappide valjaselgitamisele.

Eestimaa muuseumides tooOtavatest arheoloogidest jatkas Arvi Haak uurimis-
teemaga seotud kaevamisi Viljandi ordulinnusel (nr. 61). Seekord rajati kaks
kaevandit - ks pealinnuse kagunurka, konvendihoone ida-vilisseina ja linnuse
algse piirdemuuri vahele ning teine esimese eeslinnuse pohjatiiva hoone juurde,
et selgitada selle rajatise liitumist linnuse
piirdemuitiriga. Uhtlasi voeti vaatluse alla algse
piirdemuuri sise- ja valiskulje kultuurkihi poh-
jalikum uurimine. Lisaks nimetatule eemaldati
konvendihoone pohjapoolse valismiitri
valiskuljele kuhjunud rusu. Sellest, milliseks
kujunesid ordulinnuse uurimistulemused
ning milliseid jareldusi lubab teha kogutud
leiumaterjal, kus mh. on esindatud
ammunoole- ja nooleotsi, turvise katked ning
Eesti arheoloogilises leiumaterjalis haruldased
Veneetsia paritolu emailitud sinisest klaasist
peekrikillud, saab lugeda A. Haaki artiklist.
Samas artiklis on juttu veel mitmetest jirele-

valvetoodest Viljandi wvanalinnas (nr.
55-60).

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tifitseerimisega on seotud Meremuuseumi
allveearheoloogi Vello Missi tood. Kaesole-
vast kogumikust leiab lugeja artikli 1893.
aasta septembrikuus Tallinnast Helsingi suu-
nal viljunud ja hukujirgselt pingsalt otsitud
legendaarse sojalaeva “Russalka” leidmisest.
Uhtlasi annab V. Midss oma artiklis tlevaate
sellest, millisele jareldusele jouti 19. saj. kuul-
sa sOjalaeva hukkumise pohjustest tuukri-
uuringute alusel.

Mitmendat aastat on jitkunud allveearheo-
loogilised to6d Koorkiila Valgjirvel (nr.
19), kus uurimisprojektis osalevad Tartu ja
Helsingi Ulikooli teadlased. Nii nagu eelmisel
aastal, tegeldi ka seekord aeganoudva plaa-
nistamistooga, mille eesmirk oli jarves saili-
nud ehitusjidnuste tipne kaardistamine ja
pildistamine. Jirvepohjast tilestoodud leidu-
dest mainitagu eraldi puust voolitud suurt
konksu, mille varreosas on auk ja sisekuljel
soon (joon. 2). Niisugusele esemele leidub
analoog Latimaalt AraiSi jarveasulast (Apals et
al. 2001, 324-326, joon. 226). Etnograafilise
materjali pohjal on teada, et taolisi puu-
konkse kasutati metsmesinduses: tarupuud
asetsesid harva nii madalal, et maapinnalt
ulatuks mett votma. Seetottu voetigi puu otsa
ronimiseks appi spetsiaalselt selleks otstar-
beks valmistatud riistad, sh. konksud (vt.
joon. 3).

PAASTEKAEVAMISED

2003. aasta arheoloogilistest kaevamistest olid koige toomahukamad Tallinna ja
Tartu vanalinna kaitsetsoonis toimunud paistekaevamised, mida tehti enne
chitustoode alustamist maa-ala vabastamiseks muinsuskaitseseadusega kehtes-
tatud piiranguist. Seoses planeeritava kaubamaja ehitusega kaevati labi u. 1330 m?
suurune ala Tartus Vanemuise t. 2, Riia t. 1, Kuiini t. 14/16 krundil (nr. 20),

13
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mis on tuntud hiliskeskajal ning uusajal Riia eeslinnana. Sellel, nn. Hansakvartali
objektil moodustas kaevandiala tilemise, u. 2,2 m paksuse horisondi Teises maail-
masojas hdavinud hoonete rusukiht, mille alla jii kolme erineva kihistusega lige-
male 2 m paksune arheoloogiliselt huvipakkuv kultuurkiht. Ehituskonstruktsioo-
nidest paljandusid siin latt- ja pilistaedade jidnused, okstega kindlustatud kuiven-
duskraavid, kaevud, puust ja tellistest sillutised ning tiks suurem palkehitis.
Seejuures niib, et keskaegsest linnamiitirist ida ja kagu poole jiiv ala on voetud
koigepealt kasutusele pollu-, heina- ja karjamaana ning just sellel otstarbel rajati
14. sajandil sinna kuivenduskraave. Otsustades tarajianuste ja kraavide pohjal jai
kaevandialale mitu krunti, kuhu 14. saj. teisest poolest kuni 15. sajandini ehitati
mh. ka kaevusid. Ainsa avastatud palkehituse palgikorrad olid siilinud 1,1 m Kor-
guselt, kuid selle rajatise funktsioon jdi selgusetuks. Nimelt oli 17. sajandist parit
2,8 X 4,6 m suurune ahjuta hoone ehitatud palkidega ddristatud siivendisse ning
sellel puudusid nii ukse- kui ka aknaavad. Olgu lisatud, et maapinda suvendatud
kuttekoldeta ristpalkhoone jaianused avastati ka 2001.-2002. a.Tartu Hansakvartali
kaevamistelt, mida selle uurijad pidasid 17. saj. lopu - 18. saj. teisel poolel kasu-
tusel olnud viljaaidaks (vt.Vissak & Heinloo 2003, 153-156)

Seoses Tartu Raatuse kaubanduskeskuse juurdeehitusega toimusid paastekae-
vamised Raatuse t. 20/ Kivi t. 19 kinnistul (nr. 21). Kuna ehitus oli kavandatud
rajada vaiadele, tuli arheoloogiliselt labi uurida uksnes vaiadealune pinnas.
Kaevamiste juhataja R. Vissaku andmetel jaab siinse ala varasem kasutusperiood
16.-17. sajandisse, kusjuures kultuurkiht on ladestunud turbale. Ajalt jirgneva
perioodi ehitustegevusele osutab ohuke lubjakiht, milles leidub rohkesti stitt.
Voimalik, et selle niol on tegemist Pohjasoja kdigus 1704. a. toimunud Tartu
piiramise ja sellega kaasnenud polengutega tekkinud rusukihiga. Jargnevalt aset
leidnud piirkonna heakorrastusele koos pinnase kuivendussusteemide ehitusega
osutavad koige selgemalt puidust veekogumiskaevude jainused, liiva- ja tasan-
datud rusukihid. Pole vOoimatu, et siinse ala maapinna tostmise vajadus tekkis
seoses Emajoe haru - Koolujoe - kinniajamisega, mille tottu varasemad kuiven-
dusstisteemid olid lakanud toOtamast. Vaiadele rajatava uusehituse pinnast uuris
R.Vissak viiksemas mahus veel Raatuse t. 9 kinnistul (nr. 22). Siinsetel padstekae-
vamistel selgus, et varasem elutegevuskiht parineb 17. sajandist.

Koos Tartu Jaani kiriku restaureerimistoodega tekkis vajadus kirikut piiranud
aia uurimiseks. Piistekaevamised toimusid kiriku peaportaalipoolsel kiiljel (nr.
23), kus puhastati vilja maakividest laotud ja tellisetiikke sisaldava lubimordiga
seotud aed 37 m pikkusel 10igul. [lmnes, et tegemist on keskajast parit histi sii-
linud tervikliku ehituskompleksiga, milles voib eristada erinevaid konstruktsioo-
niosi ja ehitusetappe. Vottes arvesse piirdeaia head siilivust tegi kaevamiste
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juhataja P. Piirits Muinsuskaitseametile ettepaneku viljapuhastatud muuriloik sai-
litada ja restaureerimisjargselt eksponeerida.

Tartu vanalinnas toimunud echitus- ja restaureerimistoodega olid seotud veel
paastekaevamised Jaani t. 4/8 Kkinnistul (nr. 24), kus plaaniti juurdeehitust
ajalooliselt tihtsale, kunagi Academia Gustavianale kuulunud hoonele. Sellest,
kuidas uuringud objektil kulgesid ja millistele jareldustele ehitusarheoloogiliste
toodega jouti, saab lugeda kaevamisi juhatanud Andres Tvauri artiklist. Lisaks eri-
aegsete ehitusetappide mairamisele voib Jaani t. 4/8 kinnistu kaevamistel tiheks
olulisemaks leiuks pidada muinasaegse kihi avastamist. Tahelepanu viaarib toik, et
muinasaegne elutegevuskiht fikseeriti samal aastal ka Jaani t. 8 hoone esisel, kus
jarelevalvetoid tegi A. Kriiska (nr. 33).

Tallinnas toimus 2003. aastal avariikaevamisi vihemas mahus kui varasematel
aastatel. Kaesolevast kogumikust leiab lugeja K. Jaanitsa artiklist tilevaate toodest
Tonismagi t. 11. kinnistul, kus rootsi ajal paiknes puukirik ja kalmistu (nr. 72).
Huvitavaid tulemusi pakkus kaevand Sulevimael (nr. 74), millest on pohjaliku-
malt juttu Villu Kadaka ja Hanno Nilovi artiklis. Samas antakse pogus ulevaade
mitmetel Tallinna tinaval (Rataskaevu t. 22/ Lihike Jalg, Kohtu t. 8, Pikk t.
33/35) toimunud jirelevalvetoodest (nr. 63, 75, 76) ning peatutakse pikemalt

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paaste- ning proovikaevamistel Kloostri tee 12 kinnistul Pirital (nr. 67),
Lehmjas (nr. 16, 17), Manniva Ristikangrumie-nimelisel kalmel (nr. 18) ja
Padisel (nr. 38). Siinjuures olgu mainitud, et Padise kaevamistelt pirineb ka 2003.
aasta arheoloogiliste vilitoode koige suurem ja sensatsioonilisem leid - rootsi-
aegne u. 500 1 mahuga vaskkatel (joon. 4).

Muinsuskaitsealustes keskaegsetes linnasiidamikes ja kaitsevoondites tehtud
paastekaevamistest mainitagu veel toid Parnus. Kiesolevas viljaandes tehakse U.
Saluaiare, K. Sarve, E. Russowi ja V. Kadaka koostatud pikemas artiklis juttu
uuringutest Uus t. 9 ja Nikolai t. 10 objektidel (nr. 45, 46) ning jarelevalvest
Hospidali ja Malmo t. kaevatud trassides (nr. 47). Selle artikli autorid juhivad lin-
nakaevamisi tegevate arheoloogide tihelepanu asjaolule, et seni on Eesti linnade
arheoloogilisel uurimisel pohjendamatult tahaplaanile jiinud 18.-19. sajandi
aines. Uhtlasi teevad nad ettepaneku, et koiki keskajal rajatud linnu Eestis tuleks
arheoloogiliselt kisitleda tihe tervikliku muistisena.

Toomahukad paastekaevamised koos plaanistamistoodega voeti ette Harjumaal
Ilmandus (nr. 40), kus fossiilsete poldudega maa-alale tahetakse lihiajal ehitada
eramuid. Kdesolevas kogumikus on Ilmandus toimunud uuringutest juttu V. Langi,
H. Kaldre, M. Konsa, M. Lanemani ja H.Vaabi artiklis, kus uhtlasi antakse tlevaade
ka 2002. aasta samalaadsetest toodest Murastes. Olgu vaid mainitud, et hetkel on
Ilmandus ja Murastes plaanistatud Eesti koige suuremad muistsete pollujaanuste-
ga kaetud alad.

Ladne-Virumaal Kiltsi mdisas (nr. 41) on mitu aastat jiarjest tehtud restaureeri-
mistoid koos padstekaevamiste ja ehitusarheoloogiliste uuringutega. Seal toid
juhatanud T. Jonuksil on juba ldhiajal kavas esitada uudne ja senisest kindlamal
toestusmaterjalil pohinev rekonstruktsioonikatse Kiltsi keskaegse vasall-linnuse
chitusloost.

Ida-Virumaal Kuremael (nr. 29) tuli teha avariikaevamisi tihtekokku 120 m? suu-
rusel alal, kus Kuremie korgendiku pohjapoolsel nolval, praegusest Johvi -
Vasknarva maanteest ligemale 1 km edelas oli seoses parkimisplatsi ehitamisega
toimunud pinnase koorimisel leitud inimluid ja muinasaegseid esemeid. Koha tile-
vaatusel todeti, et parkimisplatsi oli hakatud ehitama seni teadmata ja seega kaitse
alla votmata muistisele - kiuilakalmistule. Seejuures oli pinnast eemaldatud kalmis-
tu direalalt, kus surnuid oli siangitatud vaid tihes kihis. Koik teetoodega avastatud
esemed pirinesid 10hutud haudadest. Avariikaevamistega selgitati vilja nii siinse
kalmistu ulatus kui ka see, et tegemist on 13./14.-16. saj. vadjalaste matmiskoha-
ga, kus vaid osa surnutest singitati laudadest kokkul6odud kirstudes. Tolle aja
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tavapirastest vadjalaste hauapanustest leiti kdige rohkem nuge, ehetest pronksist
hoburaudsolgi, traatidest kokkukeeratud kievorusid, vasksormuseid ja kuljuseid.

Viiksemad avariikaevamised voeti ette Laossina II asulakohal (nr. 43). Toid
juhatanud M. Auna andmetel todeti, et kaevamisalaks voetud piirkonnas oli kul-
tuurkiht havitatud kuni puutumatu pinnaseni ning leiud (sh. nii kasi- kui ka kedra-
keraamika, vorguraskused, Slakk jt. esemed) ei olnud oma algses asendis. Uhtlasi
peeti vajalikuks jiatkata Laossina asulakoha kaevamisi veel jargmiselgi aastal, et
lopetada kahjustatud kultuurkihiga ala vuringud.

JARELEVALVETOOD JA PROOVIKAEVAMISED

Seekordsel vilitooaastal oli koige rohkem arheolooge hoivatud jarelevalvetega,
kus muinsuskaitsealusele territooriumile kaevatud vee-, kanalisatsiooni- ja kom-
munikatsioonitrassides tuli kontrollida kultuurkihi olemasolu ja sailivust, moodis-
tada ning kirjeldada kraavide profiile ning korjata kokku kaevetoodelt paevaval-
gele tulnud leiud. Kiesolevas kogumikus on sellistest toodest juttu mitmes
eespool nimetatud artiklis, millele lisanduvad veel E. Russowi ulevaade uurin-
gutest Haapsalus (nr. 36, 37) ning T. Jonuksi artikkel Rakverest (nr. 49-53).
Viimastel aastatel on oluliselt kasvanud ka proovikaevamiste hulk. Selliste kae-
vamiste eesmark voib olla nii eksperthinnangu andmine ehitus- voi kaevetoode
alustamiseks kui ka uurimisteemadega seotud kaevamiste kavandamiseks.

MAASTIKUINSPEKTSIOONID

2003. aastal korraldatud maastikuinspektsioonidel avastatud kaheksakiimne kol-
me uue muistise loendi ja levikukaardi koostasid Ajaloo Instituudi, Tartu Ulikooli
arheoloogiakabineti, Muinsuskaitseameti arhiivi laeckunud materjalide ning
inspektsioonides osalenud arheoloogide kiisitluse alusel Marge Konsa ja Mirja Ots
(vt. Ik. 207).

JUHULEIUD

Arheoloogiliste vilitoode iiheks osaks on olnud iga-aastased viljasoidud
kohtadesse, kus on juhuslikult pievavalgele tulnud kultuuriviirtusega muinaslei-
de. Kaesolevale kogumikule kirjutas Mauri Kiudsoo tilevaateartikli mitmest 2003.
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aastal avastatud miindi-
leiust. Olgu siinjuures mai-
nitud, et M. Kiudsoo artiklis
kasitletud vermingute hul-
gas uks haruldasemaid on
kolmnurksel vapikilbil paik-
neva ristiga Liivimaal 13.-
14. sajandil 166dud brakte-
aat, mida naeme ka kaesole-
va kogumiku esikaanel.

ajalooopetaja Lea Karja Ajaloo Instituuti vanemasse pronksiaega dateeritud
rantkirve (joon. 5), mis voidi valmistada ajavahemikus 1500-1250 a. eKr. Aseri
lahedalt Merikula rannast avastatud haruldane ese, mille pikkus on 12 cm ja kaal
250 g, vois sattuda sinna koige toendolisemalt kaldajarsakust, kuhu monekiimne
aasta eest Aseri savikarjaari rajades pinnast lukati. Leiukoha ulevaatusel muinaslei-
de siiski ei avastatud.

Eraldi tuleks peatuda inspektsioonidel Sorve saare kagurannale, kus mereaja-
loolane Bruno Pao ja Eesti Meremuuseumi allveearheoloog Vello Mass andsid
eksperthinnangu mereranda uhutud kahele laevavrakile. Neist tiks oli ilmunud
rannapiirile juba 2002. aastal, kuid lainud kevadtormiga merre tagasi. 2003. aastal
oli sama vrakk taas veest vilja tulnud ja selle ulevaatus osutas u. 300 a. vanusele
ning laevaehituslike detailide poolest unikaalsele muistisele. B. Pao hinnangul on
mainitud leiu nidol tegemist kunagi suurtiikkidega varustatud olnud sojalaeva
vrakiga, tipsemalt sOjalaeva vooripoolse suurtiikiteki osaga. Teine, esimese lihe-
duses asetsev vrakk on B. Pao arvates 15 m pikkune osa laevakerest, millest on siil-
inud 4-5 plangukorda ja 21 kaarefragmenti (joon. 6). Selle vraki juures pidas B. Pao
haruldaseks minni ja tammeplankudest plangutust ning esitas arvamuse, et
tegemist voiks olla u. 200 a. vanuse galeeri jaanusega. Vello Massi poolt tehtud
vrakkide tilevaatus andis monevorra erineva tulemuse: tema arvates voivad mole-
mad jainused kuuluda iihele ja samale laevale. Probleemi lahendamiseks ja vraki
tipsemaks dateeringuks saagis Saaremaa Muuseum tammistest keredetailidest,
ilmselt piimidest, dendrokronoloogiliseks vanusemadranguks sobivad kettad.
Paraku pole nende analiiiisimiseks leitud veel kusagilt sobivat etaloni.V.Miss peab
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oma eksperthinnangus kiillaltki
toenaoliseks, et Sorve saare
vrakkide nidol voib tegu olla
mone 1625. aastal Kura kurgus
hukkunud Rootsi sojalaeva jaa-
nustega. Kuna molemat vrakki
on tugevasti ruustatud ja kah-
justatud, siis ollakse arvamusel,
et parim, mis nendega teha, on
seni veel olemasolevate jaa-
nuste sdilitamine praegusel ko-
hal. Kindlasti tuleks Sorve ird-
muistis kui merekultuurmaas-
tiku ilming varustada infotahvli-
ga, kust huviline leiaks objekti
tutvustava teksti.

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In 2003, the National Heritage Board and the Tallinn Council for Heritage
Protection gave 80 permits (Tab.) for research excavations (Fig. 1:A), salvage exca-
vations (Fig. 1: B) and monitoring projects (Fig. 1: C). Besides these, permits were
given to archaeologists for archaeological survey trips with the aim of discover-
ing new sites. A total of 83 new archaeological sites were discovered in 2003,
most of them in South Estonia. Along with the essential results of archaeological
fieldwork, some remarkable stray finds recovered in 2003 are also published in
the present volume.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH EXCAVATIONS

Several archaeological expeditions were aimed at the investigation of the oldest
settlement on the territory of Estonia.The joint research group of Tartu University
and the Pirnu Museum resumed work on the settlement sites Sindi-Lodja I and
III (no 1 and 2) in the estuary of the Reiu River. The investigations of the Sindi-
Lodja III settlement appeared particularly productive, the excavations reaching a
cultural layer with an age of about 6000 years.The large number of finds in this
layer, the variety of objects and the size of the habitation site support the hypoth-
esis presented some time ago by the head of the excavations, Aivar Kriiska, sug-
gesting that in the Middle Neolithic people lived in villages used all year round.
The continuation of habitation at the same location in the Late Neolithic as well
is suggested by corded pottery found from the cultural layer and a fragment of a
flint dagger recovered as a stray find from the bank of the Parnu River.

The research group of Tartu University resumed the investigations of the Stone
Age settlement and burial site in Kivisaare near Vortsjirv Lake (no 3).The course
of that work and the conclusions are discussed in the article by A. Kriiska, Raili
Allmie, Mari Lohmus and Kristiina Johanson. Besides the exhaustive analysis of
finds it contains anthropological identifications of the burials discovered in 2002,
together with the opinion that in some cases these burials might date from the
Mesolithic or Early Neolithic.

The Chair of Archaeology of Tartu University has carried out settlement-archaeo-
logical investigations in Keava for several years already. This year the expedition
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resumed work on the hillforts Keava I and II (Vonnumdgi), and on the settle-
ment site of Linnaaluste II (no 4-6).The results of the investigations of two hill-
forts of different periods and the settlement site are presented in the article by
the heads of the research groups Valter Lang, Marge Konsa,Andres Tvauri, and stu-
dents and post-graduates of archaeology Helena Kaldre, Margot Laneman, Helen
Vaab and Priit Latti.

The joint expedition of the Chair and the Department of Archaeology of Tartu
University carried out research excavations at Lossimded (Castle Hill) in Viljandi
(no 54) and in Siksala, Setumaa (no 7). In Viljandi, two excavations were made on
Musumdg:, where trial excavations had previously suggested the presence of a
cultural layer. The more extensive study revealed that the top of the steep-sloped
Musumdg: consists of transported and piled up soil to a depth of 3 m. Why and
when such an amount of soil was transported, and the basis for the opinion that
the high hillock was used as a trebuchet foundation are set out in the article by
R.Rammo, H.Valk and M. Veldi.The investigations of 2003 in Siksila can be regard-
ed as the continuation of the excavations of the cemetery of the 11"-15" cen-
turies on Kalmaotomdgt, carried out in the 1980s-1990s.This time the aim was to
find out whether the village cemetery, where burying ceased in the 3™ quarter of
the 15" century, moved to Kirikumdgi, and whether the oral tradition about a
destroyed wooden church is veracious. The head of the expedition, Heiki Valk,
publishes the results of the excavations in the article in the present volume. He
also writes about the attempt to identify the location of the chapel mentioned in
the oral tradition, as well as the trial excavations on Kougumagi (no 8), 2 km
north of Kalmétomdgi.The latter was formerly regarded as a small fortress, built
at the end of the 13™ or the beginning of the 14™ century and destroyed by fire
before completion.The article also discusses the monitoring at the erection of a
large medieval stone cross brought to the Podmotsa (no 9) village cemetery.

The expeditions in Saaremaa and Kihnu resumed the investigations of the ear-
lier history of Estonian islands.The research group of the Institute of History com-
pleted the excavations, carried out for several years already, in Lepna, South
Saaremaa (no 10) on a burial site of the 5™-7" centuries, locally known as
Katkuauk (Plague Hole). Marika Migi writes about the specific construction of
the grave (possibly a mortuary house) and the rich finds including silver orna-
ments. The same article also introduces trial excavations carried out at a fortified
site called Paemoisa (no 11) in the neighbourhood of Katkuauk, where a
Migration Period site of a river-harbour might have been located at a former bend
of the Maadevahe River.
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In Kihnu, the research group of the Chair of Archaeology of Tartu University
focused on the investigation of the settlement site of Moisakiila (no 12), discov-
ered in 1997.The results of the investigations in Kihnu are presented in the arti-
cle by Aivar Kriiska and Mari Lohmus.

Two research groups of the Institute of History concentrated on the settlement
history of the North Estonian coastal areas. Gurly Vedru publishes an article about
the excavations of the flat cemetery of Kodasoo (no 13), dating from the end of
the Prehistoric Period and damaged by ploughing, and the salvage excavations of
the peripheral area of the Lagedi settlement site (no 14) in the present volume.
The head of the other research group, Ain Lavi, presents the results of the exca-
vations on the settlement site of Lehmja (no 15), where a house foundation, most
likely the remains of a chimneyless hut of the 15"-16" centuries, was investigat-
ed. Also, an attempt was made to identify the different settlement stages of the
village of Lehmja.

Arvi Haak, the archaeologist of the Viljandi Museum, resumed the research exca-
vations of the Viljandi Castle of the Teutonic Order (no 61).This year two
excavations were made - one in the SE corner of the main castle between the
eastern outer wall of the convent building and the original outer wall of the cas-
tle; the other at the north wing of the first outer bailey, to study its connection
with the surrounding wall of the castle.Also, the cultural layer inside and outside
the original surrounding wall was investigated more thoroughly. Besides these
excavations, the debris piled at the outside of the northern outer wall of the con-
vent building was removed. A. Haak’s article discusses the results of the investi-
gations and the conclusions drawn. The finds included arrowheads, crossbow
arrowheads, fragments of armour and fragments of a blue enamelled glass beaker
of Venetian origin, rare among the Estonian archaeological finds. In the same arti-
cle, he reviews several monitoring projects in the old part of Viljandi (nos
55-60).

The work of Vello Miss, the underwater archaeologist from the Maritime
Museum, has been involved with the mapping and identification of wrecks of
ships perished in the Baltic Sea. In the present volume he publishes an article
about the discovery and identification of the legendary battleship “Russalka”.
It sank in September 1893 on its way from Tallinn to Helsinki and was intensive-
ly searched for immediately after. In the same article, on the basis of the divers’
report, Miss tries to reconstruct the course of the shipwreck.

For several years underwater archaeological investigations have been carried oyt
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on Valgjirv of Koorkiila (no 19) by researchers from Tartu and Helsinki uni-
versities. The aim of the work was, as in the previous year, the accurate mapping
and photographing of the remains of the buildings preserved at the bottom of the
lake. Of the finds recovered from the lake, a wooden hook with a hole in the han-
dle part and a groove on the inner side (Fig. 2) should be mentioned. An analo-
gous object was found from the Araisi lake dwelling in Latvia. In ethnographic
material such hooks are known to be used in wild apiculture: bee trees were sel-
dom low enough to reach from the ground, thus equipment for access was

required (Fig. 3).

SALVAGE EXCAVATIONS

The most extensive salvage excavations of 2003 were carried out in the protec-

tion zones of the old parts of Tallinn and Tartu to release some areas for con-
struction activities.

In connection with the construction of the designed supermarket, an area of
about 1330 sq. m was excavated in Tartu on the site Vanemuise St. 2, Riia St.
1, Kiiiini St. 14/16 (no 20), known as the Riga suburb both in the Late Middle
Ages and in modern times. On this site, the so-called Hanseatic quarter, the
approximately 2.2 m thick upper part of the excavation area consisted of the
ruins of buildings destroyed in WW II. Beneath that was an archaeologically inter-
esting cultural layer, nearly 2 m thick, consisting of 3 different strata. There,
remains of wicker fences and palisades, drainage ditches reinforced with branch-
es, wells, pavements of wood and bricks and a larger log building came to light.
It seems that the area east and southeast of the medieval town wall was first used
as fields, meadows and pastures and that was the reason for the drainage ditches.

Judging by the ditches and the fence remains, there were several sites in the exca-
vation area, where wells were also built from the second half of the 14™ century
until the 15" century. The logs of the only discovered log building were preserved
to a height of 1.1 m but the function of this construction was not clear: the build-
ing, measuring 2.8 x 4.6 m, was erected in the 17" century, without a stove, in a
pit lined with logs, and it had neither doorways nor windows. It must be men-
tioned that the remains of a stoveless crossbeam building sunk into the ground
were also discovered in the excavation of the Hanseatic quarter in 2001-2002,

which the researchers regarded as a granary of the end of the 17"-2" half of the
18™ centuries.
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In connection with the extension designed for the Raatuse supermarket in Tartu,
salvage excavations were carried out on the site Raatuse St. 20 / Kivi St. 19 (no
21). Since the building was to be erected on piles, only the soil by the piles had
to be investigated. According to the head of the excavations, Riinno Vissak, the
earliest use of this area falls into the 16"-17" centuries, and the cultural layer has
been deposited upon the turf. Construction work of the next period is marked
with a thin layer of lime containing lots of charcoal. It is possible that this layer
dates from the Great Northern War, when Tartu was besieged and several fires rav-
aged the town in 1704.The subsequent repairs and the building of drainage sys-
tems are suggested by the remains of the timber well constructions, layers of sand
and levelled debris. It is possible that the need to raise the ground arose in con-
nection with the filling up of the Koolujogi River, a tributary of the Emajogi River,
due to which the earlier drainage systems had ceased to function. R.Vissak inves-
tigated the soil on the site of a new building resting on piles in small-scale salvage
excavations on the site Raatuse St. 9 (no 22). Here the oldest habitation layer
dated from the 17" century.

The restoration work in the Jaani Church in Tartu brought along the necessity
to investigate the area surrounding the church. Salvage excavations were carried
out at the side with the main portal (no 23).There a 37 m long section of a stone
fence, built of granite stones with lime mortar containing brick fragments, came
to light. It appeared that the well-preserved integral complex, where different
constructional parts and building phases can be observed, dated from the Middle
Ages. Considering the good state of preservation of the fence, the head of the
excavations, Peeter Piirits, suggested to the National Heritage Board that the exca-
vated section of the fence should be preserved and, after restoration, also
exposed.

Salvage excavations on the site Jaani St. 8 (no 24) were also connected with con-
structions and restoration work in the old part of Tartu. There an extension was
designed for a historic building, which once had belonged to Academia

Gustaviana. The course, results and conclusions of the investigations are pub-
lished in the article by Andres Tvauri, the head of the excavations. Besides the

identification of different building phases, the most important discovery on the
site is a prehistoric layer. It should be mentioned that a prehistoric layer was also
discovered in front of the building at Jaani St. 8, where Aivar Kriiska (no 33) was
engaged in a monitoring project.

Salvage excavations in Tallinn were less extensive in 2003 than in previous
years. The present volume contains an article by Kaarel Jaanits about the excava-
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tions on the site at TOnismagi St. 11 where a wooden church and a cemetery
(no 72) were located in the Swedish time.

The interesting results of the excavations on Sulevimaégi (no 74) are published
in the article by Villu Kadakas and Hanno Nilov. The same article contains also
brief reviews of monitoring projects on several streets of Tallinn (Rataskaevu
St. 22/Lihike Jalg, Kohtu St. 8, Pikk St. 33/35; nos 63,75, 76) and a longer dis-
cussion of salvage and trial excavations in Pirita (no 67), Lehmja (nos 16, 17),
the grave of Manniva Ristikangrumaigi in Joelihtme (no 18) and in Padise
(no 38). Here it should be mentioned that the most gigantic and sensational
archaeological find of 2003 - a well preserved copper cauldron of about 500 litre
capacity (Fig. 4) - also came from Padise.

Salvage excavations in the protection zone of the medieval town were also car-
ried out in Parnu. In the present volume, the article by Ulla Saluaar, Krista Sarv,
Erki Russow and Villu Kadakas discusses the results of the salvage excavations on
the sites Uus St. 9 and Nikolai St. 10 (nos 45, 46) and monitoring of the tracks
in Hospidali and Malmo Streets (no 47).The authors of the article point out that
up to the present the material of the 18"-19" centuries has been unreasonably
neglected in the archaeological investigation of Estonian towns. Without the doc-
umentation of early modern constructions, we reach a position where we have
detailed knowledge of medieval constructional details based on archaeology, and
of the buildings of the 19"-20™ centuries based on written sources, but the
remains of the buildings of the 16™-18" centuries are a blank, which nobody is
interested in. They also suggest that all medieval towns in Estonia should be
regarded as integral monuments from the 13™ to the 19" centuries, i.e. until the
demolition of town fortifications.

Extensive salvage excavations and mapping were carried out in Ilmandu,
Harjumaa (no 40), where houses are going to be built soon on the territory with
fossil fields. The article by Valter Lang, Helena Kaldre, Marge Konsa, Margot
Laneman and Helen Vaab discusses the results of these investigations, and also
analogous ones in Muraste in 2002.The territories with fossil fields mapped in
Ilmandu and Muraste are to date the largest in Estonia.

Salvage excavations, restoration and construction-archaeological investigations in
the Kiltsi Manor (no 41) have lasted for several years. This year different con-
struction phases of the medieval vassal castle, apparently built in the 15" centu-
ry, were identified by Tonno Jonuks.
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Salvage excavations in Kuremae (no 42) covered a total area of 120 sq. m.There,
human bones and prehistoric finds had come to light when sod was stripped to
start building a parking lot. It appeared that a Votic village cemetery of the
14"-16™ centuries was located on the northern slope of the Kuremide Height,
about 1 km SW of the present Johvi - Vasknarva road. The salvage excavations
established that the site consisted of a single layer, where only some of the
deceased had been buried in coffins. Knives were most numerous among the
grave goods; penannular brooches of bronze, bracelets of twisted wire, copper
rings and tinklers prevailed among the ornaments.

Small-scale salvage excavations were carried out on the Laossina II settlement
site (no 43). According to the head of the excavations, Mare Aun, it was estab-
lished that the cultural layer in the excavation plot had been destroyed down to
the original soil and the finds (including hand-moulded and wheel-thrown pot-
tery, netsinkers, slag, etc.) were not in their original position. It was also consid-
ered necessary to resume salvage excavations in Laossina next year, to complete
the investigations of the area with the disturbed cultural layer.

MONITORING PROJECTS AND TRIAL EXCAVATIONS

The largest number of archaeologists were engaged in monitoring projects and
trial excavations where the presence and/or the state of preservation of the cul-
tural layer had to be checked, profiles drawn and measured, and finds collected
in the tracks for water, sewerage and communications dug in protected territo-
ries. In the present volume, such activities have been discussed in several articles
already mentioned. Besides these, Erki Russow gives a review of investigations in
Haapsalu (no 36, 37) and Tonno Jonuks’s article discusses the investigations in
Rakvere (no 49-53).

ARCHAEOLOGICAL SURVEYS

During the archaeological survey trips of 2003, a total of 83 new sites were dis-
covered. The list of the discoveries and the distribution map (see p. 207) were
compiled by Marge Konsa and Mirja Ots.
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STRAY FINDS

Visiting the locations of archaeological stray finds has always been a part of field-
work. The present volume contains an article by Mauri Kiudsoo about several
coin finds discovered in 2003. One of the rarest coins discussed in this article is
a bracteate penny with a cross on a triangular blazon minted in Livonia in the
13*-14" centuries.This coin is also depicted on the front cover of the present vol-
ume.

The stray finds dating from the Bronze Age are quite rare in Estonian archaeolog-
ical material. In 2003, the history teacher of the Aseri Secondary School, Lea Karja,
brought a flanged celt (Fig. 5) dating from the Early Bronze Age to the Institute of
History.This flanged celt, with a length of 12 cm and weighing 250 g, could have
been made in the period 1500-1250 BC. The rare object was found from the
seashore at Merikiila near Aseri, where it could have fallen from the precipice,
where soil was piled a couple of decades ago from the clay quarry of Aseri. A sur-
vey of the findspot produced no other archaeological finds.

A special mention should be made of the survey trips to the southeastern shore
of the Sorve peninsula, where the maritime historian Bruno Pao and the archae-
ologist from the Maritime Museum, Vello Miss, gave an expert opinion about two
wrecks of ships washed ashore there. One of them had appeared on the shore
already in 2002, but floated back into the sea during a spring storm. In 2003 the
same wreck was washed ashore again.The survey revealed that it was about 300
years old, and unique for its constructional details.

According to B. Pao it is a wreck of a battleship, or to be more specific, a part of
the fore cannon deck of a battleship.The other wreck, located near the first one,
was, by B. Pao’s opinion, a 15 m long part of a hull of which 4-5 rows of planks
and 21 bow fragments were preserved (Fig. 6). The pine and oak planks of this
wreck he considered rare, possibly belonging to a 200 years old galley.Vello Miss,
after the survey of the ship remains, gave a different opinion. He considers it pos-
sible that both finds belonged to the same ship.To solve the problem and date the
wreck(s) more accurately, the researchers from the Saaremaa Museum took sam-
ples from the oaken parts for dendrochronological analysis. Unfortunately no suit-
able standard has been found yet to analyse them.V. Miss considers it quite like-
ly that the remains may belong to some Swedish battleship, perished somewhere
near the coast of Saaremaa in 1625. Since both wrecks are heavily damaged, the
best thing to do seems to preserve the remains at their present location and find
a possibility to place an information stand nearby.
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The present volume contains 18 reviews of archaeological fieldwork of 2003 and
a list of new archaeological sites discovered.
