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INTRODUCTION
This article summarises new archaeological discoveries and prominent stray finds that 
reached archaeological collections in Estonia in 2010. The table in this article contains 71 
new sites, including 37 settlement sites, 10 burial places, 3 hill forts, 20 stray finds and one 
manufacturing site. New sites were discovered in most of the counties of Estonia (Fig. 1). 

To the discovery of new antiquities professional archaeologists, metal detectorists 
and regular citizens have contributed. Large-scale field surveys were carried out in Järva 
(lead by Anti Lillak, Mari Lõhmus) and Viru (lead by Tõnno Jonuks) county, Setomaa 
(lead by Arvis Kiristaja, Anti Lillak), Abruka (lead by Marge Konsa), Harju county (lead 
by Mauri Kiudsoo, Ülle Tamla). Andres Vindi (TÜ) was the most prolific explorer in  2010: 
he identified several prehistoric settlement sites and three hill forts.

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RESULTS OF THE FIELD SURVEYS
In addition to the contribution of professional archaeologists it is worthwhile emphasiz-
ing the role of regular inhabitants in increasing the institutional collections with several 
finds. Erkki Heinsalu brought to the collections of AI a stone axe found from the area 
between Kihmla and Paasiku villages (no. 1; Tamla 2010d). The owner of the Sepa-
välja farm found a stone item that could be considered as a blank of a stone axe (no. 15). 
This find lead archaeologists to the discovery of a later habitation site.
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    It has been an exceptional year as 
three new hill forts have been discovered. 
Andres Vindi located two new hill forts 
at Southern Estonia: Kõivuküla (Fig. 2; 
no. 48; Tartu County, Kambja parish) and 
Märdi Trommi (no. 61; Valga County, 
Otepää parish). He found another one at 
Veaküla (no. 17; Jõgeva County, Pala 
parish) together with Tõnis Türna and 
Peeter Kiuru. From Kõivuküla hand-made 
pottery was found, but its dating is still 
uncertain. No artefacts (except clay daub) 
were gathered either from Märdi Trommi 
or from Veaküla hill forts. Both hill forts 
had a cultural layer rich in charcoal.

Setomaa has been in the focus of 
many researchers for years. In 2010 sev-
eral field surveys that resulted with new 
settlement sites were conducted by Arvis Kiristaja, Anti Lillak and Heiki Valk (Ki-
ristaja et al. 2010; Kiristaja & Lillak 2010; Lillak & Kiristaja 2010). 

In recent years there have not been many intentional surveys conducted in the 
Järva County. In 2010 Anti Lillak carried out surveys and discovered 10 new antiq-
uities from various parishes of the Järva County (Lillak 2010). Due to the discovery 
of Kukruse Late Iron Age cemetery in 2009 (see Lõhmus et al., this volume) surveys 
were conducted in the Jõhvi parish (led by Tõnno Jonuks) (Jonuks & Lõhmus 2011) to 
determine the settlement pattern there. 

FINDS GATHERED BY METAL DETECTORS
As usual we lack an adequate overview of finds discovered by people using metal 
detectors, but we can presume that only a fraction of them reaches archaeological 
collections. Still, quite possibly more items reached museum collections in 2010 than 
last year (altogether from 14 finding places). The majority of them came to light in the 
Harju County. It is also good to point out that there are more law-abiding citizens, 
who inform the National Heritage Board about their finds and leave the finding place 
untouched until the arrival of a specialist. An excellent example of lawful behaviour 
can be presented from the Anija parish in the Harju County. There, on the field of 
Partsaare village, Rene Vinkler and Rain Hutrov found prehistoric burnt artefacts. 
After that they informed the National Heritage Board about the Board’s find and

acted according to their guidelines. To-
gether with archaeologist Mauri Kiudsoo 
two new graves, which were partly de-
stroyed by cultivation, were documented 
(Fig. 3; nos 4 & 5; Kiudsoo 2011a, b).

In the present volume Mauri Kiud-
soo and Erki Russow write more closely 
about the coins-contained finds of Klooga 
(no. 2; Harju County, Keila parish) and 
Öötla (no. 34; Järva County, Kareda par-
ish). The first one was found from a forest 
near Klooga by Jüri Napp and included 
among of other items, scales (Fig. 4). The 
latter – which is another good example of 
the law obedient behaviour – was found 
from a field at Öötla village. The Linna-
kse cemetery, discussed in the present 
volume by Ülle Tamla et al., was also dis-
covered with the help of metal detectors 
(no. 3; Tamla 2010b).

Aivar Raudkepp discovered a Late 
Iron Age cemetery in the fields of Vaida 
village (no. 7 Harju County, Jüri parish)  
and collected there some fragments of 
bronze and iron items, which included or-
naments from very different time periods, 
e.g. decorative pins, which are rare among 
Estonian finds. There are many similar 
pins in Latvia and Lithuania, but there 
they are dated to a long period – 6th–9th,  
but some even 12th century (Fig. 5; Butri- 
mas 2009, figs 14–16, 42, 86, 87).

Ott Rubel found bronze and lead ar-
tefacts (no. 30 from the fields of Selikü-
la village (Järva County)). Six artefacts 
from eight were intentionally damaged 
and one had clear marks of burning. Ac-
cording to this data it can be concluded 
that all the artefacts were from a grave 
(Tamla 2010c).

Several interesting finds were gathered  
in the Pärnu County, also. Ard Könninge 
found a pendant made of rock crystal (no. 40) 
from the Sauga parish. This is quite a uni-
que find in Estonian context. In surveying

the find place a cultural layer of a settlement site was located ca. 10 m from it. 
Unfortunately, most of the settlement site was destroyed by the earthwork conducted 
there earlier (Tamla & Kiudsoo 2010). Margo Puuram and Kalev Truuman discovered 
bronze decorations from the Papsaare village (no. 39; Pärnu County, Audru parish). 
These artefacts are dated to the 5th to 17th century according to the expertise of Ülle 
Tamla (Tamla 2010a). Another site was located by Kaupo Kasemaa, who found ar-
tefacts dated to the Late Iron Age from the Putkaste village (no. 35; Lääne County, 
Martna parish). The site was located ca. 200 m from the Putkaste settlement. Finds 
like a sword pommel, strap and belt fittings, horse harness details and coin pendants 
indicate a cremation grave at the site. 

Veiko Vaarak found three new sites at southern Estonia by the help of a metal detec-
tor. He found a coal spade at Pikkjärve village (no. 14; Jõgeva County, Palamuse parish). 
With his help a cremation burial was located at Külitse (Fig. 6; no. 49; Tartu County, Nõo 
parish) and deposit at Kardla (no. 44; Tartu County, Tartu-Maarja parish). The latter 
consisted of various tools: e.g. scythes, pitchforks, horseshoes etc. (Fig. 7) (Oras 2010).

Tõnu Mäepalu had gathered several burnt bronze items, which refer to a destroyed 
stone grave, from his field and handed them over to Järvamaa Museum. Complimen-
tary to the surveys done by Anti Lillak at the Järva County, Mari Lõhmus documented 
several settlement sites at the southern part of the Järva County that had been found 
earlier by a metal detectorist Raul Oald (Lõhmus 2011). 

FINDS COLLECTED DUE TO CONSTRUCTION WORKS
Salvage excavations and construction works led to the discovery of two new sites.  
The most prominent of these finds can be considered the cemetery at Mustla (no. 66; 
Viljandi County, Tarvastu parish; see Kaldre et al., this volume). 

From the Järva County Toomas Lemming found a veil-chain pin and tin plaques 
during the amelioration work in the Tammiku village (no. 32; Ambla parish). After he

had informed the authorities about his discovery, archaeologists determined that a 
settlement site from the Late Iron Age and Medieval Period had been damaged by 
amelioration.

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Käesoleva artikli tabelis on esitatud 71 uut muistist 
(jn 1), nende hulgas on 37 asulakohta, 10 matusepai-
ka, 3 linnamäge, klaasitöökoda ja mitmed esemete 
leiukohad. Ulatuslikumad maastikuinspektsioonid 
toimusid Järvamaal, Setomaal, Virumaal, Harju-
maal ning Abruka saarel. Neid inspektsioone juha-
tasid Tõnno Jonuks, Arvis Kiristaja, Mauri Kiudsoo, 
Marge Konsa, Anti Lillak, Ülle Tamla ja Heiki Valk. 
Kõige edukam muististe otsija oli taas Andres Vindi.

Esile tuleb tõsta tavakodanike panust leiukogu-
de suurendamisel. Nii tõi Erkki Heinsalu AI kogu-
desse Kihmla ja Paasiku külade vaheliselt alalt lei-
tud kivikirve (nr 1). Sepavälja talu peremees leidis 
oma maalt kivikirve tooriku, mis viis arheoloogid 
ühtlasi hilisema asula avastamiseni (nr 15).

Leiti ka kolm uut linnamäge: Kõivuküla (nr 48; 
jn 2), Märdi Trommi (nr 61) ja Veaküla (nr 17).  
    Setomaa on olnud pikalt mitmete uurijate hu-
vikeskmes: 2010. aastal leiti Arvis Kiristaja, Anti 
Lillaku ja Heiki Valgu eestvedamisel sealt mitmeid 
uusi muistiseid. Erinevalt Setomaast ei ole Järva-
maal viimastel aastatel suuremaid inspektsioone 
tehtud, ent 2010 leiti Anti Lillaku juhtimisel 10 uut  
muistist ning Mari Lõhmus dokumenteeris detek-
torist Raul Oaldi poolt leitud asulakohad Lõuna-
Järvamaal. Ühtlasi toimus Tõnno Jonuksi juhti-
misel maastikuinspektsioon Ida-Virumaal Jõhvi 
vallas Kukruse kalmistu lähiümbruses. 

Sarnaselt varasemate aastatega puudub meil 
teadmine kõigist metallidetektoristide leitud arheo- 
loogilistest esemetest, kuid võib arvata, et kogu-
desse jõuab neist vaid osa. Samas saab tõdeda, et 
võrreldes eelmise, aga ka varasemate aastatega, 
on kogudes nende esemete arv suurenenud. Samu-
ti oli varasemast enam seaduskuulekalt käituvaid 
leidjaid, kes teavitasid leiust Muinsuskaitseametit 
ning säilitasid spetsialistide saabumiseni leiukoha 
puutumatuse. Suurepärane näide seadusekuu-
lekast käitumisest on Harjumaalt Partsaare kü-
last (nr 4 ja 5), kus Rene Vinkler ja Rain Hutrov 
leidsid põlenud muinasleide (jn 3). Pärast Muin-
suskaitseameti teavitamist järgisid mehed saadud 
juhiseid ning säilitasid leiukoha puutumatult. Koos 
arheoloog Mauri Kiudsooga avastati kaks osaliselt 
põlluharimise käigus hävinud kalmet. Lisaks ni-
metatutele leiti detektoristide abil teisigi kalmeid. 
Ühe sellise leidis Järvamaalt Ott Rubel, kes kogus 
Seliküla põllult pronksist ja tinast esemeid (nr 30).  
Sealjuures olid kaheksast kuus eset tahtlikult lõhu-

tud ja üks põletatud. Samamoodi leidis Tõnu Mäepa-
lu kalme ka Järvamaalt Allikjärve külast (nr 21), ko-
gudes oma põllult põletusjälgedega pronksesemeid. 
    Lisaks mainitud leidudele saab käesolevas ko-
gumikus lugeda Kloogalt (nr 2; jn 4) ja Öötlalt (nr 
34) saadud mündileidudest, mistõttu neil siinkohal 
pikemalt ei peatuta. Samuti kirjutatakse kogumi-
kus pikemalt Linnakse kalmest (nr 3), mis samuti 
avastati metallidetektori abil.

Aivar Raudkepp avastas ilmselt noorema raua-
aegse Vaida kalme (nr 7; jn 5), kuigi kogutud leiud 
kuuluvad erinevatesse ajaperioodidesse, näiteks 
ehtenõelad, mis Eestis on väga harvad, ent on ar-
vukalt esindatud Läti ja Leedu materjalis, kus neid 
dateeritakse väga pikka ajavahemikku – 6. sajan-
dist kuni 9. sajandini, mõningad ka 12. sajandini. 

Rohkelt saadi leide ka Pärnumaalt. Ard Kön-
ninge leidis Eestis haruldase mäekristallist ripat-
si (nr 40). Leiu lähiümbruse inspekteerimisel leiti 
asulakoht, millest enamik oli paraku pinnasetöödel 
lõhutud. Margo Puuram ja Kalev Truuman leidsid  
Papsaare külast pronksist ehteid (nr 39), mis dateeri-
takse ajavahemikku 5.–17. saj. Kaupo Kasemaa leidis 
nooremasse rauaaega dateeritavaid esemeid Putkas-
te külast (nr 35): mõõga käepideme nupp, rihma- ka 
vöönaastud, hobuse rakmete pingutusdetailid, hobu-
raudsõle nõel ja müntripatsid. Nimetatud leiud viita-
vad seal asuvale põletusmatustega kalmele. 

Veiko Vaarak leidis kolm uut muistist Lõuna-
Eestist: (1) söelabida Pikkjärve külast (nr 14), (2) 
põletusmatustega kalme Külitsest (nr 49; jn 6) ning 
(3) Kardla peitleiu (nr 44; jn 7), mis koosnes rauast 
tööriistadest. 

Päästekaevamistega ning ehitustöödel avastati 
kaks uut muistist. Üks esinduslikumaid oli Mustla 
kalmistu (nr 66), mis on dateeritud 14.–17. saj. Jär-
vamaalt Tammiku külast leidis Toomas Lemming 
maaparandustööde käigus linikukee nõela ja tinuli-
si (nr 32). Koha peal uuringuid teostanud arheoloo-
gid dateerisid asulakoha hilisrauaaega ja keskaega. 

Artiklile lisatud tabelis leiavad kajastust ainult 
need muistised ja leiukohad, mille kohta on leiud 
või leiukoha andmed edastatud arheoloogiakogu-
desse. Muistise nimi on tavaliselt määratud küla 
nime järgi. TÜ fondi raua- ja ajaloolise aja uute 
muististe leiumaterjali aitasid dateerida Andres 
Vindi, Andres Tvauri ja Heiki Valk. Lisainfot tabe-
lis toodud muististe kohta saab TÜAK ja AI arheo-
loogiaarhiividest.
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
